What did Paul mean when he says, 
"And when I came to you, brethren, I did not 
come with superiority of speech or of 
wisdom"?

Read verse 2.  What should be the emphasis in sharing the Gospel?  How do things like Evangelism Explosion, The Four Spiritual Laws, etc., fit into the presenting of the Gospel?  What are the dangers of using these tools?  What are the advantages?

Read verse 3.  Do you believe Paul was fearful in sharing the Gospel?  What does he mean by "in weakness and in fear and in much trembling"?

Read verse 4.  Do we have to convince someone of all the facts in order for them to accept Christ and be saved?  What really happens in the conversion experience?  How does the messenger and the Holy Spirit work together?

Read verse 5.  What if someone is struggling with knowing whether they are saved; how do we respond to them?  What is the danger in trying to convince them that they are saved?
