Read verse 2.  What is meant by giving milk to 
drink instead of solid food?  Why were they not 
able to receive it?  Are you prone to tolerate only 
the milk of the Word and not solid food?

Read verse 3a.  What does it mean to be fleshly?  Do you find yourself being influenced by the world's mindset?  What influences you the most, the world or the Word?  Examples?
5.
Read verse 3b.  Can you think of anybody of whom you personally are jealous?   With which people do you have personal issues, conflicts?

Read verse 4.  Why is it that we tend to put more emphasis on people than we do God?  Can you think of ways that you might do this in your life?
7.
Read verses 5-7.  How are pastors or missionaries used by the Lord in teaching truth?  Is any one man truly responsible for the salvation of a person? Where should all the glory go?

Read verses 8-9.  Who should we really be serving?  When will we be rewarded for our service?  How can we make sure that we are giving God the glory for the service that we do?
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
