Is that to be true just for 
pastors or all believers?  What's the difference?

Read verse 2.  What does it mean to be trustworthy?  How does trustworthiness affect trust?  Is it possible to be faithful without being trustworthy?  Does worthiness include hard work?

See verses 3-4.  How should we handle criticism by someone?  How should we handle praise?  Should we be offended when criticized?  Should we show false modesty when praised?  How do you balance criticism and praise in your life?

Do you ever do a spiritual introspection?  Are you totally honest when evaluating your own spiritual walk?  Are you too critical of yourself or too lenient?

Read verse 5.  What does it mean to be passing judgment before the time?  To Whom are we ultimately accountable?  Do you know your own motives?  Who does?  How will God bring to light the things hidden in the darkness and disclose the motives of men's hearts?  What will be the result?
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
