Read verses 18-19.  Will my circumstances ever 
take precedent over obedience to God's 
commandments?  In other words, is there ever an 
excuse for not being obedient to God's Word?  
What is worse, the consequences of disobedience 
or the suffering endured in my personal 
circumstances?

Read verse 20.  Why do we often tend to run from 
difficult circumstances rather than learn 
contentment through them?  Do you ever blame 
God for the circumstances in which you find 
yourself?

Read verse 21.  Is prayer the very first thing you do when you are in the midst of difficulties?  What must I do to train myself to pray first rather than being anxious?
6.
Read verse 22.  Is it just positive thinking to have my mind focused on God's will?  Which is better to be enslaved to man or to God?  Why?

Read verses 23.  What does it mean to be bought with a price?  What are the implications of that in my life?  How does that reshape my thinking in everyday life?
