How would you define worship?  What is the 
purpose of corporate worship?  How should my 
personal desires and opinions fit into worship?

Read verse 1.  Are spiritual gifts good or bad before 
God?  How had the Corinthians made them bad?  
Why is prophecy elevated above all of the other 
spiritual gifts?
4.
Read verse 2.  What is the distinction between 
"tongue" and "tongues"?  Why would the 
Corinthians be speaking in a tongue to a god?  How 
did their previous pagan life mesh with that?
5.
Read verses 3-5.  How was the tongue in which the Corinthians were speaking self-exalting?  How does prophesy edify the church?  What does tongues have a tendency to do in the church?
6.
Read verses 6-12.  What does Paul mean when he makes the distinction be tongues and revelation, knowledge, prophecy and teaching?  What is the purpose of his two illustrations?  In what ways may our worship be meaningless?
7.
Read verse13-17.  Is worship ever to be only emotional and not rational?  What is the danger of just speaking whatever comes out rather than being conscious of what you are saying?  How would this be fleshed out when preaching in English in another country?

Read verses 18-19.  Why would Paul be thankful to God for his giftedness is speaking in tongues?  Is there any place in Scripture where we find that Paul did speak in tongues?  Even though he had the gift, what is the significance of verse 19?
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
