Read 1 Corinthians 14:29-40.  
2.
Read verses 29-30.  Are prophets still around 
today?  Why were only two or three to speak?  How 
were the other prophets to pass judgment?  What 
does that mean?
3.
Read verses 31-33a.  What was the purpose of 
prophecy during the time of this letter?   What 
would a prophet be compared to today?  What 
would confusion look like in the church today?  How 
does God being a God of peace apply in this



passage to the church?
4.
Read verses 33b-34.  How do the words as in all 
the churches of the saints demonstrate that Paul 
is not speaking concerning culture in the next 
verse?  Why should women keep silent in the 
church?  What does that mean exactly?  What can 
they do in the church?  How does culture fit in?
5.
Read verse 35.  What is a woman to do if she has questions?  What does that infer concerning men in the church?  Does that mean that a woman can never ask another man or pastor a spiritual question in the church?
6.
Read verse 36.  How were the Corinthians treating the Scriptures?  Are we ever guilty of creating our own opinions on worship that may not necessarily be in accordance with the Word?
7.
Read verses 37-38.  Do you ever put your own "spin" on the Bible?  How do we sometimes try to justify our opinions by using Scripture out of context?  What does it mean to be not recognized?
8.
Read verses 39-40.  Are we to seek out certain spiritual gifts?  Why would Paul say to desire earnestly to prophesy?  Why is orderliness so important to God?
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
