Why does Paul say if you 
hold fast the word?  Can you lose your salvation?

Read verses 3-4.  What is the Gospel?  What are 
the pertinent parts to the Gospel?  What must 
someone believe and apply to truly be saved?  Is it 
okay just to believe the facts of the Gospel?

Read verses 5-7.  Who did the Resurrected Christ appear to?  Why is that significant?  Are these appearances fact or fiction?  How can anyone reject this evidence?
6.
Read verses 8-10.  What is so significant about Christ's appearance to Paul?  How was it different?  Why does Paul consider himself the least of the apostles, and not fit to be called an apostle?  Where does he place the credit for his apostleship and salvation?

Read verse 11.  How much emphasis is placed on the messenger of the Gospel in this verse?  What is it that really brings a person to salvation?  Delivery of the message?  Or, the message itself?
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
