Why I Do Not Fear the Future!
1 Corinthians 15:20-28
INTRODUCTION – So many people live in fear.  They fear death.  They fear what might happen tomorrow or next week or next year.  As believers, we do not have to fear anything.  We know that God is sovereign.  We also know what the Bible teaches concerning the future.  In 1 Corinthians 15:20-28, Paul instructs us concerning the resurrection of Jesus Christ and how it affects our now and then through three facts.
Because of the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead . . .

FACT #1
. . . We have a

But now Christ has been raised from the dead, the first fruits of those who are asleep.

21
For since by a man came death, by a man also came the resurrection of the dead.

22
For as in Adam all die, so also in Christ all will be made alive.

But each in his own order:  Christ the first fruits, after that those who are Christ's at His coming,

. . . We will be part of the

then comes the end, when He hands over the kingdom to the God and Father, when He has abolished all rule and all authority and power.

25
For He must reign until He has put all His enemies under His feet.

26
The last enemy that will be abolished is death.

27
For HE HAS PUT ALL THINGS IN SUBJECTION UNDER HIS FEET.


But when He says, "All things are put in subjection," is evident that He is excepted who put all things in subjection to Him.

28
When all things are subjected to Him, then the Son Himself also will be subjected to the One who subjected all things to Him, so that God may be all in all.
