Read verse 32.  If there is no resurrection of the dead believers, what should be our response?  How would that affect our serving in the local church?  How would it affect our life on the job and in the home?  Would there be any difference with how we live now?

Read verse 33.  What are the effects of this verse?  Give specific examples.
