1:4b-6, Ephesians 1:9-12 and Acts 4:27-28.  What 
is meant by predestination.  Can a person be saved 
without it?  What all is involved in coming to know
Christ as Savior and Lord?  How does 
predestination fit with that?

Read Romans 8:31-35, 2 Thessalonians 2:13-15 
and Galatians 1:15-16.  What does it mean that 
those who are saved are a part of God's elect?  
Does that mean that some are not elect?  How do 
we know if we are elect?  Can we know who is not 
elect?

Read 1 Thessalonians 1:2-5, Colossians 3:12-13, 
Titus 1:1, Ephesians 1:3-4a.  What does it mean to 
be chosen by God?  If I am chosen by God, how 
should that choice affect how I live out my life?  
That that give me a specific mission to accomplish?  
How does that affect my identity and purpose?

Read 1 Thessalonians 5:23-24, Romans 8:29-30, 1 Peter 2:9-10, 1 Corinthians 1:9, 2 Thessalonians 2:13-14 and John 6:44.  What does it mean to be called by God?  Is that calling temporal or permanent?  How is the calling realized in my life?  Can I be saved and not be called?  Who is the key player in the calling?
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
