Therefore, we need 

guidelines that can be addressed by the leaders.

For the Men: 

 No sagging /slack pants 

 No midriff shirts (shirts that don’t cover their abdominal region) 

 Muscle shirts (shirts where the arm pits and sides of the body and part of 

the back is exposed) 

 

For the Ladies: 

 No short shorts (all shorts must be deemed appropriate by the pastoral 

staff and youth leaders) 

 No midriff shirts or shirts that expose your navel 

 No plunging necklines 

 No two-piece/low-cut or French cut swimwear 

 

For all Youth: 

 No inappropriate or crude language 

 No gang related dress 

 No pro-racial or anti-racial clothing 

 No advertising of businesses that are questionable  

 No clothing where the location of a company logo is in a questionable
