Our 
desired Pastor must adhere to the biblical and spiritual obligations unto God as 
outlined in 1 Timothy 3:1-7 ; Luke 4:16-21 and 1 Peter 5:1-4 and the church 
bylaws.   Monks Grove Baptist Church seeks a visionary with strong leadership 
skills who will preach the gospel of Jesus Christ, teach sound Baptist doctrine, 
engage in pastoral care, direct Christian growth and development, and promote 
missions and the Great Commission for expanding the Kingdom of God.

1. Must be a person of prayer, good faith, God like character and divinely called 
to God's ministry.
2. Must have personal character that is above reproach, both inside and outside 
the church.
3. Must be able to lead, and communicate effectively with congregants and key 
staff of the church.
4. Must practice the Biblical principles of Christian stewardship. 
 
Professional Requirements:
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1. Must be licensed, trained and ordained in the Baptist ministry.
2.  A Bachelor's Degree or higher from an accredited college or university and/or 
a seminary degree is preferred.   
3.  Must have served a minimum of 5 years as a senior pastor.
4. Must exhibit great leadership, administrative and communication skills.
5.  Must be an effective teacher of Christian Education and Baptist Doctrine.
 
Duties of the Pastor (But Not Limited to):
1. Serve as spiritual leader for the congregation.
2. Provide guidance, instruction and support for all ministries of the Church.
3. Plan and conduct worship services.
4. Provide Pastoral guidance and counseling to congregants.
5. Show a service commitment to the local community through church programs.
