 Online Directory – We’ve been asked a ka-jillion times if we could put the directory 

online.  After studying the problem, we have decided to put the directory on a 

password-protected page on our website.  Click here.  We hope that this will make it 

much easier to connect with other Cornerstone members and regular attenders in 

order to build relationships and minister more effectively.   

 The password for the Directory page is on the bottom of the Quick Connect – I 

can’t put it online… . 

 Our Information Disclosure Policy states that we will not give any personal 

information to non-Cornerstone members, and will not otherwise sell or 

give the info to anyone for profit or other shady, immoral reasons.   

 If you do NOT want your information in the Online Directory, please click 

here and let us know.  You have every right to control your information, and 

we want to respect that.    

 Now that you can access the information in an electronic format, please be 

very careful how you use it.   We want to continue to provide this service.   

 Online Facility Request Form – If you want to reserve a room or some church 

equipment, you should now utilize the online Facility Request Form.  There are a 

few tools that will help: 

 A Facility Calendar will allow you to see what rooms are already reserved. 

 A Facility Floor Map with room numbers will allow you to see which room 

number(s) to request.    

 You will have to understand your responsibilities to take care of the facility 

and clean up afterward – download the Clean Up Checklist.   

 If you have any issues with this process, please let me know!   

 WiFi in the facility – with the new building we added a WiFi network throughout the 

entire facility, including the Sanctuary building.  We trust that this will provide 

access to information that will help us know God more and more. 

 The name of the WiFi network is “PCA-Guest”.  This will be listed on the 

bottom of the Quick Connect in case you forget.  Do NOT try the “PCA” 

network – it will not allow you to log in.   

 The password for that network is on the bottom of the Quick Connect – I can’t 

put it online… .   

 If you are having trouble logging in, you may be in an area of weak signal – 

move to an area with stronger signal to log in initially.   

 
Three Oaks Center has put together an Encourage Hope Day.  This is a great way for Cornerstone 

members to get down in the trenches and serve the community in a tangible way. You can really 

serve and love the community like Jesus does.  
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Encourage Hope Day is on September 29th from 8am-4pm (you definitely don't have to be there 

the whole day). It takes place in the Missouri Avenue neighborhood across from the Lexington Park 

Volunteer Fire Station (which is next to the Lex Park Library). 

 

This neighborhood is one of the poorest in the county-many residents are on food stamps and 

other government assistance programs. There is a lot of sadness in the neighborhood; it is covered 

in trash, there are plenty of broken down/abandoned homes, dealing and using drugs, are rampant 

in the neighborhood, and many kids are child protective service cases, which means that they have 

been neglected, abused, etc. 

 

Encourage Hope is a day for the residents to come out and clean-up their neighborhood and for 

the community to come and support them in this effort. I cannot stress how important it is for this 

neighborhood to have some hope and for the residents to have a clean neighborhood where they 

enjoy and feel more comfortable living. 

 

It is a day where we can come in and love this community of people, learn their stories, eat with 

them, and support them in this effort. 

We can come together as the body and really be like Jesus to this hurting community (and build 

some trust too!).

items if necessary.

In his book My Life and the Story of the Gospel Hymns and of Sacred Songs and Solos, Ira Sankey 

writes: 

 

"First published in 1742 under the title, "Behold the Man," this became one of the most useful of 

Charles Wesley's numerous hymns. In universal use in English countries, and translated into many 

languages, it has been the direct instrumentality in the conversion of thousands of souls. It has 

found expression in the exultant cry on the lips of many a dying saint. 

 

The Belgic confession's chief author was Guido de Bräs, a preacher of the Reformed churches of the 

Netherlands. The churches of his country were exposed to terrible persecution by the Roman 

Catholic government. To protest against this persecution, and to prove to the persecutors that the 

adherents of the Reformed faith were not rebels - as was laid to their charge -de Bräs prepared this 

confession in the year 1561. In the following year a copy was sent to King Philip II, together with an 

address in which the petitioners declared that they were ready to obey the government in all lawful 

things, but that they would "offer their backs to stripes, their tongues to knives, their mouths to 

gags, and their whole bodies to the fire," rather than deny the truth expressed in this confession. In 

1567, Guido de Bräs fell as one of the many thousands who sealed their faith with their lives. His 

confessional work has endured for centuries.  There are 37 articles in this confession.  More...

This is a community where Jesus Christ is experienced in his presence and 
power, where lives are transformed by the gospel through mutual ministry.  In gospel-centered 
community, people come to know and experience his presence in a way that cannot happen 
individually.  This is a community where it is safe to be broken without fear of condemnation, where 
there is gospel inspired transparency and accountability, and where there is a fertile context for the 
Holy Spirit to transform lives.

Christian Education Classes  
On Sunday mornings between 9:30 and 10:30, Cornerstone offers classes for all ages.  There are multiple 
classes for adults, focused on growth in understanding the Word of God, the teachings of the Bible, Christian 
Living, and service as Christian Leaders.
