 WARM – WRAPPING ARMS ‘ROUND MANY  

Share God’s love and provisions some of our St. Mary’s county homeless neighbors. Cornerstone will 

host up to 25 WARM guests from 6-13 January 2013 in the new ballroom/gymnasium. WARM is a St 

Mary’s county faith based volunteer organization to provide overflow housing for the local homeless 

shelters/transitional housing (such as Three Oaks) during the winter months (November – March). 

Cornerstone will provide a safe and warm place to sleep for up to 25 homeless people, typically 

adults (men and women) only, for 7 consecutive nights in addition to breakfast & dinner. You can 

help us realize this blessing by volunteering your services and talents.  Click here.  

WARM Volunteer Opportunities: 

o Overnight Monitors - There will be at least one man and one woman on duty per shift X two 

shifts per night X seven nights = 28 slots for monitors.   First shift is 7 pm to 1 am, and 

second shift is 1 am to 7 am.  The Overnight Monitors supervise all WARM guests and MUST 

REMAIN AWAKE during their 6 hr shift.   

o Alongsider / Activities - We are looking for friendly people (individual or family) to share a 

meal or activity/game with our WARM guests and engage them in conversation. 

o Bible Study Leader - Lead a Bible study (1 or 2 total) for any interested WARM guests.  

Recommended duration is approximately 30-45 minutes.  Bible study night preference at 

the discretion of Bible study leader.      

o Food Service - PREPARE and/or SERVE breakfast and/or dinner to WARM guests and any 

Cornerstone volunteers. 

o Inclement Weather Crew - To provide guest transportation, if necessary, during inclement 

weather.  Also, looking for volunteers to remove snow & ice from the Cornerstone grounds, 

if necessary. 

o Cleaning - Cornerstone facility (ballroom/gymnasium, kitchen, bathrooms); bed sheets; 

towels; blankets; cots. 

o Supplies Set-Up or Transport - Set-up (cots/tables/chairs) and/or transport supplies 

(cots/plastic supply bins) from Cornerstone to the next WARM host site.

 WANT TO USE THE BALLROOM OR A CLASSROOM?  There is a new process:  

In order to be good stewards of the great facility that God has given us, and to make this facility as 

accessible as possible with accountability, we are putting the following process into place if you 

want to use the facility. 

 

1. Facility Request:  First, fill out a Facility Request.  This is available online now, with tools to 

let you check if the rooms you want are available, and a map of the facility with room 

numbers.  Fill out the online form, and Vicky or I (Dave Perrin) will respond with an email to 

let you know that you have the room reserved.  (Remember that the office is open Monday 

– Thursday each week.)   

i. The online form is available via the website – look for the “resources” menu option 

on the home page, then “Facility Request”…  (check it out now – click here) 

2. Key Checkout:  To get into the building, you will need a key.  Plan to pick up your key if you 

don’t already have one .  

3. Opening:  There are instructions to assist with lights, heating/AC, etc.  Also note if you notice 

damage or a mess so that you are not held responsible.   

4. CLEANING & Closing:  There will be a checklist to complete each time the facility is used, and 

you will need to sign this when you have finished.  This will also give us a record of who is 

using the facility. 
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ii. These checklists are kept on 3 clipboards – one for each major area of the facility:  

Ballroom, Sanctuary building, and new building Classrooms.  These are hung in the 

Janitor’s closet for the respective building – i.e. the clipboards for the Ballroom and 

new building Classrooms are in the Janitor’s closet next to the kitchen, and the 

clipboard for the Sanctuary building is in the Janitor’s closet next to the women’s 

restroom in the Sanctuary building.   

iii. Return chairs and equipment (and the clipboards) to the location that you found 

them, if you have moved them.   

5. Key Return:  The key should be returned immediately after the event before you leave the 

facility, unless the key has been assigned for a longer period of time (recurring event, etc).   

 

I know that these steps are common for most facilities, and similar to our unwritten process that 

we’ve used.  But we are formalizing them as the facility has grown and more people will want to use 

it.  We will strive to remain flexible for spontaneous events that pop up – we want the facility to be 

used for as much ministry as possible.  At the same time we want to keep it clean for the next group 

using it, so be sure to complete and sign the Cleaning & Closing checklist when you are done!

"Now thank we all our God" is a translation from the German "Nun danket alle Gott", written circa 1636 

by Martin Rinkart (1586–1649), and it was translated into English in the 19th Century by Catherine 

Winkworth. 

Martin Rinkart was a Lutheran minister who came to Eilenburg, Saxony at the beginning of the Thirty 

years war. The walled city of Eilenburg became the refuge for political and military fugitives, but the 

result was overcrowding, and deadly pestilence and famine. Armies overran it three times. The Rinkart 

home was a refuge for the victims, even though he was often hard-pressed to provide for his own 

family. During the height of a severe plague in 1637, Rinkart was the only surviving pastor in Eilenburg, 

conducting as many as 50 funerals in a day. He performed more than 4000 funerals in that year, 

including that of his wife. 

During this time, Rinkart was a prolific hymn writer. The exact date of "Nun danket alle Gott" is in 

question, but it is known that it was widely sung by the time the Treaty of Westphalia was signed in 

1648. 

The tune is the Leuthen Chorale and is attributed to Johann Crüger and written circa 1647, is used in J.S. 

Bach's cantatas. The now-standard harmonisation was devised by Felix Mendelssohn in 1840 when he 

adopted the hymn, sung in the now-standard key of F major and with its original German lyrics, as the 

chorale to his second symphony, known as the Lobgesang or Hymn of Praise. Also, the Late-Romantic 

German composer Sigfrid Karg-Elert is one of the more recent composers to use this hymn, composing a 

'Marche Triomphale' which is a famous piece in the classical pipe organ repertoire. After the Battle of 

Leuthen in the Seven Years' War, a soldier of the victorious Prussian army started to sing it, and soon all 

25,000 joined in the hymn.
