APR 5-19 is only 3 weeks away, when our team plans to go do medical clinics in support of church
planting, outreach, and discipling ministries of local churches in the Philippines.

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Dear Cornerstone Family,

It is with great joy that Tracie Perrin, Maci Stevenson and Sherri Wolf announce that Cheryl
Crocker, our medical missionary with MTW, has asked them to join a Medical Mission Team going to
the Philippines April 5th- 19th. The team will be comprised of members from 3 different states.
How exciting it is to see God join together servants from various locations who will work together to
be His hands and feet in the metro Manila area!

This year the team will again work with Pastor Marlon of Lighthouse Presbyterian Church. God has
been doing amazing things with that church! We will be conducting medical clinics at their church
AND at their new church plant. The church leaders hope to use the clinics as a point of contact for
their evangelizing efforts. Each and every patient hears the Gospel before seeing the medics and is
prayed for before leaving. After our trip last year, church leaders visited EVERY single patient and
attendance at the church climbed significantly. God used these efforts to pull many to Himself and
within a few months several people committed their lives to Jesus Christ. In fact, the new church
plant developed after the last trip, so we have seen how effective this model of ministry can be.

It will also again be our joy to visit with the ABP kids and conduct medical screenings for them. The
Ang Bahay Parola homes in the metro Manila area meet the needs of rescued street kids. Many
have been there for a number of years and Cornerstone teams have visited them several times over
the years.

As we support our missionary, Cheryl Crocker, and maintain the relationships with our brothers and
sisters in Manila, we ask for the support of our Cornerstone family. Most importantly, we covet
your prayers as we organize, prepare and go. Secondly, the costs of such an endeavor are significant
and we are in need of financial support. We are trying to raise $9,000 to send our team and pay a
portion of Cheryl’s travel costs. We will, of course, seek support from friends and family, and each
team member has committed to providing significant personal funding. Still, raising that amount of
money within 2 months is a monumental task. Cornerstone, we humbly seek your prayer and
financial support between now and our return on April 19th. No missionary can ever serve without
the senders generously giving their support. Please join our work by being a Sender. We will cling
to Il Cor. 9:8 “and God is able to make all grace abound to you, that always having all sufficiency in
everything, you may have an abundance for every good deed.”

e TMT FOCUS ON MENTORING RELATIONSHIPS

Cornerstone’s Transformational Ministry Team (TMT) is working to form a Mentoring Team —a
core of people who will focus on the mentoring of those in our society that are caught in material
poverty. This effort is due to an increased awareness that lives can only be transformed through
the reconcilation of relationships, which can take a long time. Mentoring provides a way to enter
into a long term partnership that will allow time for relationships to be reconciled — relationships
with the material world, but also relationships with God, self, and others.

It is our belief that poverty can be defined as broken relationships. This includes how we normally
think of “poverty” = broken relationships with the material world. But it also includes the poverty of
broken relationships with ourselves, with others, and most importantly with God. Therefore,
poverty encompasses more than just the materially poor — it encompasses all of us.

But God did not leave the world, including us, to ourselves. He has been and continues to be at
work “...to reconcile to himself all things.” Col 1:15-20/ 2 Cor 5:18-20
And God calls us to join him in this ministry of reconciliation as His ambassadors. 2 Cor 5:17-20

Are you interested in helping with this mentoring reconciliation effort?

We need more than just mentors — we need some to develop training and support materials, we
need some to be a support to the mentors, and of course we need mentors.

Anyone can join this team, since it needs people with many different skills and gifts.

Right now we are developing the training material so that our mentors are well trained and
equipped. If you have experience with training, teaching, social work, counseling, or
administration, and would like to help, please contact Dave Perrin.

Much of the philosophy that is mentioned here was developed with the help of the book, When

Helping Hurts. If you are intrigued by this, you can pick up a copy of the book on the book shelf in
the foyer of the sanctuary.

“Thine Be the Glory”

Trinity Hymnal #274, By: Edmond Budry & George Frederick Handel, 1884"

Hymn of the Month — Thine Be the Glory
Edmond L. Budry wrote "A Toi la Gloire," "Thine Be the Glory," in 1884, reportedly after the death of
his first wife, Marie de Vayenborg. It was first published in Chants Evangeliques in Lausanne,
Switzerland, 1885. It was translated into English in 1925 by Richard B. Hoyle, and appeared in
Cantate Domino Hymnal, 1925, the hymnal of the World Student Christian Federation. Thine Be the
Glory, Risen Conquering Son is a popular Easter Christian hymn set to the tune of the chorus from
Handel's oratorio Judas Maccabaeus. "Conquering Son" is not a name used often for Jesus, but it is
a fitting military title for the One whose resurrection Christians celebrate each Sunday, and not just
on Easter day.

God’s story of redemption through time

Did you know that there is one overarching story in the Bible? Most Christians know a few Bible
stories, but don’t know that they fit into one big story, taking place in numerous lands, with
different cultures, over thousands of years. What is that story? In a word, it’s “Redemption.” This is
the story of God loving, creating, and saving his rebel children through the Messiah. So how do you
