LIFE TOGETHER IN A DIVIDED WORLD 

Closing Word: “Let All That You Do Be Done In Love”
1 Corinthians 16:1-24
1. As we come to the close of our 1 Corinthians study, what impacted you the most?  Share some specific verses or passages that really struck you. 
 
2. How were you inspired, challenged, or convicted by Paul’s teaching to this very gifted but flawed church?  How have you been applying these lessons to your own life lately? 
 
 
3. In verse 2, Paul makes it clear who should give.  What verse of Scripture, (not in 1 Corinthians), reveals what kind of giver God is?
 
 
4. What do you suppose Paul means when he says in verse 2, "so that when I come no collections will have to be made"?
 
5.  Verse 9 speaks of a "great door for effective work," being opened for Paul in Ephesus, but many times when God-opportunities come, evil sends opposition.  Read Acts 19 to learn of Paul's experience in Ephesus.
6. Why should Timothy be afraid of coming to Corinth? See verse 10.  Hey, Paul himself had trouble with folks in Corinth not respecting his authority as an apostle..., he, rightly, was concerned for Timothy and wanted to give a stern directive to the Corinthians.  See how Paul encourages Timothy, and, each one of us, read 1 Timothy 4:12.  
 
7. Verse 13 uses military terms to instruct and encourage us to be on our guard, (watch so you are not surprised by the enemy), stand firm in our faith, (keep in rank - don't be disorderly - keep close together), be courageous, (do not flinch when attacked - maintain your ground), be strong, (strengthen any weakened divisions - sustain each other).  Read Ephesians 6:10 to see how to be equipped and ready.
 
 
 
8. So with all the military commands, the pep talking, and encouragement to the Corinthians AND to us, there is ALWAYS one aspect that must NEVER be forgotten..., LOVE! How many things are we to do in love?
Read 1 John 4:8, 16, read 1 Corinthians 13.  Whose love NEVER fails? What does perfect love do? See 1 John 4:18.
 
 
9. Stephanas, Fortunatus, and Achaicus were the men who brought the questions of the Corinthians to Paul.  In verse 15 Paul calls the household of Stephanas first fruits, (first converts), because they were among the first saved in that area and were baptized by Paul, read 1 Corinthians 1:16. Go God!

 
 
10.  Wow, verse 22, "If anyone does not love the Lord, let that person be cursed! Come Lord!" Discuss this and email me your thoughts...,greg@sonrisefallbrook.com.
