
Mark 5:21-43 (NASB) 

 
BACKGROUND 

 Jairus (Yi Rus – whom God enlightens) a synagogue ruler – high standing religious man 

 Daughter was sick 

 Went to find Jesus and not at night like Nicodemous. He put his “life” style on the line 

 
 

I. GO to Jesus (Jairus sought Christ) v21-23 
 

 Jeremiah 29:13 ESV 
You will seek me and find me, when you seek me with all your heart. 

 Jairus sought Christ despite of others belief, his own shortcomings 

 We turn to God in time of trouble 

o Come to me, all who labor and are heavy burden, and I will give you rest. 

 

 
II. WALK with Jesus (Jairus brings Christ to his home) v24 
 

 Most go to Jesus to get saved and then walk their own way and end up not delivered. 

 Walk in the same direction as Christ...He is the Way 

 Ephesians 5:8 
for at one time you were darkness, but now you are light in the Lord. Walk as children of light 

 Follow means to imitate 

 
 

III. Trust Jesus (Put your “child” in His hands)  
 

 Tempted to give up 

 Do we not know that God's promises are sure? 

 Keep Going Despite interruptions - women with issues v25-34 

o Other people's issues get in the way of what God trying to do for you 

 Faith Because of What He Did For Someone Else 

o Jairus’ spirit was lifted and he felt maybe now my daughter will be healed.  

 But Satan will not allow us to enjoy good news for long v35 

o The Message: “Thy daughter is dead” in other words he cannot help you now. 

o Not only was the news bearer blunt, they were evidently unfamiliar with the Lord 

 James 5:11 - remain steadfast v36 

 
 



 
 
 

IV. RECEIVE from Jesus (Allow Jesus to have full control) 
 

 Get Rid of Blessing Blockers v37,40 

o If there is anything that will hinder the ministry of God in your home--he will show you & 
you will run it out of your house. 

 Hebrews 10:32-36 (NLT) - Receive all that He promised 

 Received blessing in bedroom - where you rest. 

o God wants you to REST in His promises 

o Receive from super (raise dead) and maintain by natural (eat food)
