A Voice of the Martyrs -supported
pastor whose home was destroyed by
Islamists continues to shepherd his
congregation despite the risks. Boko Haram
militants destroyed Pastor Silas's home and
the homes of several other pastors in
northeastern Cameroon. After the militants
destroyed his home, Pastor Silas and his
family relocated across the border into
Cameroon.
