Your Attitude Towards God Should Be:

1.  Faith in Him.

2.  Belief in Him

3.  He is a Rewarder

Let talk about these three things:

Our Attitude Towards God Should Be:

1.  Faith in Him.

· I believe your attitude towards God is first and   foremost the most importance aspect of your life.

· I believe Hebrews 11:6 summarizes the totality of our attitude when it comes to God.

“But without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who comes to God must believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him”.           

But without faith it is impossible to please Him:          

 a. The first aspect of our attitude towards God is faith.

 b. This is the basic faith required of any who will seek God.                                     

c. Our faith in God grows as we listen to His Word and    fellowship in worship and prayer. 
d. Faith is possible to all kinds of believers in all kinds of 

    situations. 

e. It is not a luxury for a few "elite saints." It is

    a necessity for all of God's people.

f. The writer to the Hebrews doesn’t say that it is 

    difficult to please God without faith. He says that it is

    impossible.

g. Our prayer should always be, Lord, increase our faith!

h. Faith enables us to turn from the approval of the world 
     and seek only the approval of God. 

i. If God is glorified by delivering His people, He will do

    it. If He sees fit to be glorified by not delivering His

    people, then He will do that But we must never 

    conclude that the absence of deliverance means a 

    lack of faith on the part of God's children.

Just check out the statement made by the Hebrew Boys (Daniel 3:17-18) 

If that is the case, our God whom we serve is able to deliver us from the burning fiery furnace, and He will deliver us from your hand, O king. But if not, let it be known to you, O king, that we do not serve your gods, nor will we worship the gold image which you have set up.”

Take notice of - But if not: 
·  In this, the Hebrews Boys show they have a good
    understanding and appreciation of submission to
    God. 
· They know God’s power, but they also know that they  must do what is right even if God does not do what they expect or hope Him to do.
·  Faith looks to the future, for that is where the greatest rewards are found.
2.  The second aspect of our attitude towards God is 
     one must believe that He is.

·  You must believe in your heart that God is all He says in his that He is.

·  He must be God all by Himself because He is a jealous God.

· He must be the Creator of your life.
·  He must be the Good Shepherd of your life.
·  He must be the Light of your life.
·  He must be the Joy and Peace of your life.
·  He must be the Salvation of your life.
·  He must be totally God in your life.
·  With God, nothing is impossible.

3. The third aspect of our attitude towards God is 

    one must know, He is a rewarder of those who
    diligently seek Him. 
· Most people quote only the first part of Hebrews 11:6—“without faith it is impossible to please Him.” 

· Yet, it goes on to say, “for he who comes to God must believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him.” 

· In other words, the faith that pleases God is the kind of faith that believes that God exists and that He is a rewarder.
