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Lesson: Our Attitude Toward Sin
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Romans 5:6-8  A description of God’s love towards us.
(6) For when we were still without strength, in due time Christ died for the 
      ungodly. 
(7)  For scarcely for a righteous man will one die; yet perhaps for a good man
     someone \ would even dare to  die. 
(8) But God demonstrates His own love toward us, in that while we were still 
     sinners,  Christ died for us.
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Romans 3:23 For all have sinned, and 

come short of the glory of God


Romans 5:12 The spread of sin through the human race.

(12) Therefore, just as through one man sin entered the world, and death through
        sin, and thus death spread to all men, because all sinned;
(13).   (For until the law sin was in the world, but sin is not  imputed when there is
           no law). 
(14) Nevertheless death reigned from Adam to Moses, even over those who had 
        not sinned according to  the likeness of the transgression of Adam, who is a  

        type of Him who was to come.
· The Apostle Paul regarded Genesis 3 as totally, historically true.  
· Adam and Eve were real people and what they did has a lasting effect to the present day.
Romans 5:15-17  Contrasts between Adam’s work and Jesus’ work.

(15) But the free gift is not like the offense. For if by the one man’s offense many 
       died, much more the grace of God and the gift by the grace of the one Man, 
       Jesus Christ, abounded to many. 
(16)  And the gift is not like that which came through the one who sinned. For the
         judgment which came  from one offense resulted in condemnation, but the
        free gift which came from many offenses resulted in justification. 
(17) For if by the one man’s offense death reigned through the one, much more
       those who receive  abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness
        will reign in life through the One, Jesus Christ.
Verse 18  Summary: the two men.

(18) Therefore, as through one man’s offense judgment came to all men, resulting 
        in condemnation, even so through one Man’s righteous act the free gift came
        to all men, resulting in justification of life.

Resulting in condemnation . . . resulting in justification: 
·  The outcome of this election - choosing Adam or .Jesus - means everything. 
·  If we choose Adam we receive judgment and  condemnation. 
·  If we choose Jesus we receive a free gift of God’s  grace and justification.
Verse 19 Summary of the contrasts.

(19) For as by one man’s disobedience many were  made sinners, so also by one 
        Man’s obedience many will be made righteous.
·  Moreover the law entered that the offense might  abound. 
·  But where sin abounded, grace abounded much  more, so that as sin reigned in death, even so grace .might reign through righteousness to eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.
