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someone we love them, but we must show them. 
The story of the “Good Samaritan” is a wonderful 
example of love in action. A Jewish man was 
robbed, wounded, and left to die on the Jericho 
Road. Several religious leaders saw the man 
wounded and dying, but ignored him and passed 
on the other side. Compassion was not                       
demonstrated until the Samaritan man came along, 
bandaged the man’s wounds, and brought him to a 
local inn to recover. This was love in action–                    
genuine kindness. Likewise, we can share the                  
valentine message of God’s love through our               
actions. Others will know we are followers of Christ 
as we demonstrate His love through our actions.  
 

 Sincerity  
Don’t pretend to love others, but really love them. 
People can differentiate between what is real and 
what is counterfeit. A conference speaker held up 
a blank sheet of paper and asked, “ What do you 
see?”. The reply was, “a piece of paper”. He then 
placed the paper on the podium, made a small dot 
in the center and held it up again. “What do you 
see now?” “A dot” was the unanimous reply from 
the audience. The speaker went on to say, 
“Imagine this blank paper is a person. The small 
dot you saw was his biggest fault. The white                   
surrounding the dot represents all of his worthwhile 
qualities which we so easily fail to see. Often, a 
fault seems bigger than it really is, and we allow it 
to overshadow the many positive aspects of a                   
person’s personality.  
 

“God so loved us” that Christ died for us. We must 
strive to be an example of the same love to others 
through patience, kindness, and sincerity. 
Throughout February I want to encourage you to 
“dare to strengthen” your relationships with your 
families, friends, co-workers, and acquaintances. 
Be sure to check out our newsletter about the               
upcoming “Dare to Believe” Marriage Conference 
weekend, February 12th-14th.
