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Any member who remains inactive, due to non-renewals, for a period of three (3) years or more is removed from membership and placed in the archive.  Once an individual has been removed from membership, he or she must apply for reinstatement.
The process for applying for reinstatement of credentials with the World Bible Way Fellowship (WBWF) is as follows:
· request or obtain a minister application provided by the home office
· complete the minister application in full
· include a photo, indicate what type of credential is being applied for, provide at least 2 letters of recommendation from ordained ministers (preferably WBWF ministers) or the board of an affiliated Fellowship church
· affirm that the Statement of Faith has been read and that individual subscribes to it by signing and dating the application
· include a narrative letter providing us with information about applicant, applicant’s current ministry, and reason for seeking reinstatement with WBWF
· [bookmark: _GoBack]applicant may be reinstated to previous credential status he/she had when he/she last renewed according to our office record, subject to WBWF board decision
· an inactive period of ten (10) years or more requires that an individual reapply as a new minister 
· certain other circumstances may require that an individual reapply as a new minister as determined by the WBWF board
· submit the application fee via check or money order
· return all required documents & the fee to the fellowship's home office

Application will not be submitted for review or processing until all required documents are received by our office.
Once credentialed, to be eligible for continued membership, all members must annually renew their credential and affirm that they subscribe to the Statement of Faith. This requires a renewal application to be completed in full which includes an update of the member's current ministry, submission of the renewal fee, and signing and dating the Applicant's Affirmation statement.  All credentials expire on December 31st.
