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Any Church, Bible Institute, Church School, Mission Station, or other ministry desiring to become affiliated so as to obtain covering under the 501 (c) (3) status of the World Bible Way Fellowship, Inc. (WBWF) as a subordinate, must subscribe to the Statement of Faith and be in harmony with the purposes and objectives of the Fellowship as delineated in our ‘Statement of Facts”.  The president/founder/pastor and/or governing body must affirm the he/she/they are in agreement.
To obtain affiliation as a subordinate, the president/founder/pastor must be an active member in good standing with the fellowship. He or she must maintain an active member status in order for the church or ministry to maintain its coverage under the WBWF umbrella.  If the member fails to renew and becomes inactive, the church/ministry is not renewed and therefore is no longer covered by the WBWF umbrella.
When making application, if there are Articles of Incorporation, Articles of Association, Bylaws or other Creative Documents please furnish a copy of those for our file.  If you do not have these at the time of application, you may still apply and be granted an affiliated subordinate status, however, you must forward a copy to our office if and when they become available.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]You must include your Internal Revenue Service (IRS) EIN number.  At this time, we are not requesting a copy of your notice, however, we may have to request a copy of your notice at some point in the future.  The IRS will not recognize a church or ministry as a subordinate (covered under a group ruling) of the World Bible Way Fellowship, Inc. without this number.  If you require help with the process of obtaining an EIN, please call our office, we will be glad to provide you with information on how to do so.
If your ministry is established as a 501 (c) (3) and you are simply coming into fellowship with the World Bible Way Fellowship, Inc. (WBWF) we do not need your EIN.  You will be affiliated with WBWF but not a subordinate that is covered by our 501 (c) (3).  
Affiliated subordinates may be independent, self-governing, own their own property, choose their own name, and call their own pastors or leaders as God may direct.
WBWF does not accept any ministry as an integrated auxiliary.
The initial application for affiliation as a subordinate requires a one-time fee.  After that, each subsequent year the church/ministry will renew automatically when the minister renews.  Renewal is on an annual basis.
