Since no one was there at the beginning – a person must look at the evidence

Is there evidence for a creator or not?

Is there more evidence for or against the existence of a creator? 

I hope that the evidence I’ve provide has given you boxes of ideas to think about.  

My conclusion is that if a person looks at the evidence with an open mine they’ll conclude that there must be a designer.

Many physicist, when they can be honest, admit that are many things that are like they are and, yet they shouldn’t be. 

First week we looked at the Big Bang, the Universe, and the Law of Probability

Second week we looked at the Milky Way Galaxy and our solar system
Third week we looked at First Cause, and what is called The Anthropic Principle and the planet Earth
Fourth week we looked at – Microevolution and Macroevolution – Irreducible Complexity 

Today I want to talk about evolution and “Specified Complexity”

Living beings – single cell creatures, multi-cell creatures, fish, tetrapod, reptiles, birds, mammals 

All of them are specified and complex as opposed to random and simple
There is nothing random and simple about life

Life, in all its forms, is specific and complex

Watch

Pocket Watch
Typical Pocket watch has 180 moving parts

Watchmakers – more than 3,000 specific steps to put the watch together

No watchmaker grabs a bunch of parts, puts them in a paper bag and shakes it until a watch comes out
The person who does that would not be called a “Watchmaker”

If the watchmaker leaves parts out or puts them in the wrong spots or change the steps putting the watch together 

You would not have working watch. 
A watch is both specified and complex
New Boeing 787
2.3 million parts

Very complex – Very specific
Not one person to design – construct

Not a team to design – construct

Teams to design and construct

Just imagine someone saying:

“Its really not that important that a 787 is specific.”

“They could just throw the parts together.”

Your response would probably be something like: YOU GET ON IT AND FLY!

DNA of Humans 
Over the last decade great progress has been made in understanding DNA, DNA testing, DNA mapping
2003 the scientific community announced that mapping of the human genome had been completed
In the decade since 2003 it has been estimated that about 95% of the genome was made up of “junk DNA”

Skeptic immediately jumped on that idea – if there is intelligent design/creator then why would he create something that was 95% junk?  

That is clearly the definitive ‘nail in the coffin’ of the idea of a creator/designer

Chance – Evolution – that would create junk DNA – not an intelligent designer 

Not only that but that “junk DNA” is the same “junk DNA” in other primates – the great apes
Fast forward from 2003 to 2012 – Phase II of Encode found that more than 80% of the genome has functioning purpose

Encode is now in Phase III and it now projected that when the project is done there will be very little if any non-functioning “junk DNA.”

DNA stores information in the human body for the processing of protein

100 Trillion cells in the human body

The DNA of one cell – unwound – 9’ in length

String all the unraveled DNA of all the cells in the average adult human’s body it would stretch from the Earth to the Sun and back – 70 times

Think about DNA in letters 

8 billion letters

500 million words

8,000 books

“DNA is like a computer program, but far, far more advanced than any software we’ve ever created.”

DNA is without question:  Specified and Complex
“Biology is the study of complicated things that give the appearance of having been designed for a purpose.”  Richard Dawkins (One of the so called ‘New Atheist’)

Heart on the beach 

Imagine that you and I went for a walk at the beach

Came across a giant heart etched in the sand

Matt Loves Barbara

We could deduce that Matt Love Barbara

Or Barbara wants Matt to love her

Or that someone things that Matt ought to love Barbara

What we wouldn’t conclude is that the waves, the wind, the sand, a crab, a seagull, or some prankster clams had written the message

We would at least conclude that a semi-intelligent designer wrote the message in the sand

“Whenever we find specified information and we know the causal story of how that information arose, we always find that it arose from an intelligent source.”  Stephen Meyer, Signature in the Cell
Eye
“To suppose that the eye with all its inimitable contrivances for adjusting the focus to different distances, for admitting different amounts of light, and for the correction of spherical and chromatic aberration, could have been formed by natural selection, seems, I confess, absurd in the highest degree...The difficulty of believing that a perfect and complex eye could be formed by natural selection , though insuperable by our imagination, should not be considered subversive of the theory.”  Charles Darwin, Origen of Species
The human eye is specified and complex beyond most other parts in the body … Universe

The human eye has over 1 trillion cells 

Imagine that you have a fantastic job that pays you $1 for every second of every day --- work or not. 

There are 60 seconds in a minute and 60 minutes in an hour. 

If you were getting your $1/sec rate for every second of the year, you would make $31,536,000 for the entire 

year. 

To earn a trillion dollars, you would have to work more than 31,709 years. 

Hold your index finger up in the air. 
Then look at the tip of your finger, then at the piano, then the tip of your finger and the piano 

Every time you look from your finger to the piano you feel an adjustment. 

This adjustment is made by small muscles around the lens. 

Every time someone looks at something, these muscles go into action and enable us to see clearly what we are looking at

That happens by changing the thickness of the lens and turning it at the correct angle to the light. 

The eyelid – you don’t have to tell your eyelid to blink – moisture, coat the lens, protection, self-cleaning 

Every person blinks 14,000 to 20,000 times a day, or about 15 times a minute.
If tear production ceases, then the eye will dry up and go blind within a few hours – you don’t have to tell your 

tear duct to produce tears ---- exactly the right amount of fluid, too much or too little. 

3 different types of tears – Lubricating tears, Happy Tears, and Sad Tears
“The human eye is a truly amazing phenomenon. Although accounting for just one fourth-thousandth of an 

adult’s weight, it is the medium which processes some 80% of the information received by its owner from the outside world. The tiny retina contains about 130 million rod-shaped cells, which detect light intensity and transmit impulses to the visual cortex of the brain by means of some one million nerve fibers, while nearly six million cone-shaped cells do the same job, but respond specifically to color variation. 
The eyes can handle 500,000 messages simultaneously, and are kept clear by ducts producing just the right amount of fluid with which the lids clean both eyes simultaneously in one five-thousandth of a second.”  John Blanchard, Does God Believe in Atheists?
Butterfly

A butterfly is a great example of a Specified Complexity
A butterfly comes about through the process of metamorphosis

Caterpillar to a butterfly 
Slide 11
The process of transforming a caterpillar into a butterfly is far more complex than anything ever accomplished by man. 
The information needed to control this process is stored somewhere in the caterpillar’s cells
That information is greater than the information stored in any man-made computer program
Explaining how the information came about through many “5 or 6 characters” improvements is challenging evolution through intermediate stages are not just useless, they are fatal

More complex than just that

Metamorphosis involves the destruction of the caterpillar

The butterfly, with an almost completely new body plan, is constructed from dissolved and recycled

tissues and cells of the caterpillar.

Unless a butterfly (or another organism capable of reproduction) comes out at the end, the chrysalis only serves as a casket for the caterpillar
Caterpillars cannot reproduce
The butterfly lays eggs 
The cells of a caterpillar, who builds a chrysalis, are dissolved, and recycled becoming a butterfly which then lays eggs and starts the process over
How does a caterpillar make evolutionary changes when it can’t reproduce?
The terminal nature of a caterpillar blows up any evolutionary process
Over the weeks we’ve looked at the Universe, the Milky Way Galaxy

The precision of our Solar System
The precision of Earth, the Moon, Jupiter, Saturn
Size and location of the land mass, oceans, tectonic plates, volcanoes 
Irreducible complexity of systems

Specified complexity

These, and so much more, point to a Creator

The Creator is so far removed from us

Different in every way

It was never possible for any person to “climb up to God”

The lie the serpent spoke to Eve was “You can become like God.”
NOT, NO WAY, NEVER
Listen as God speaks to Job

Job 38:4-38
None of us
No human being ever 

Could get up to God

God came down to us in Jesus
“In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. He was in the beginning with God. All things were made through him, and without him was not any thing made that was made.” John 1:1-3 (ESV)
“The Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we have seen his glory, glory as of the only Son from the Father, full of grace and truth.” John 1:14 (ESV)
“No one has ever seen God; the only God, who is at the Father's side, he has made him known.” John 1:18 (ESV)
Jesus bridged the gap between humanity and the Creator
When we celebrate communion, we celebrate God bridging the gap
In 1979 I walked across the bridge of Jesus and met the Father
