Questions for September 16, 2014
Throughout the deep and rich book of Colossians, we will discover the essential call of the believer to impact our world in a day when empty philosophies and deceptions are prevalent.  You will gain great power and be amazed by the grace of God through this study!  Now open your Bible and read Colossians 1.  
1.  What has Father God qualified you to partake of, according to Colossians 1:12?
     How did you get “qualified” to partake of (receive, share in, join) such an amazing inheritance (verse 14)?

2.  According to Romans 4:13, who is called, “heir of the world”?
     Who, specifically, is Abraham the father of (Romans 4:16)? 

     Does this mean that your inheritance (as spoken of in Colossians) is to own the world? By what qualifier (verse 13)? 

3.  Can you do anything to earn the inheritance that Jesus Christ paid for already?  Please read Colossians 1:19-21.  
     What did Jesus do for you, according to Colossians 2:14 and Romans 5:8?
4.  What can you do for Jesus, to demonstrate your love for Him?  Write the following Scripture next to the reference:

     Psalm 116:12-13

     John 14:15

     I John 5:3
5.  In order to even begin to grasp a small measure of what God has done for us, we must recognize that we needed (and
     need) grace.  In other words, we have to see that we are guilty of sin and doomed without God’s gracious intervention.
     Please write Romans 6:23:

     Have you ever sinned?  What is the punishment for sin?

     Please read Romans 5:8.  God loves you so much that He took the punishment for your sin.  Grace is the outrageous
     blessing bestowed freely on a totally undeserving recipient!  Have you received God’s free gift of grace?
6.  Please turn in your Bible to Numbers 23.  You will find an amazing and true account of a donkey speaking - and that
     phenomenon has probably caught so much attention that a facet of God's character may have been missed. Here is the
     synopsis of the story and the focus for your attention:  Balak, the king of Moab, was scared that the people of God
     were going to possess his land.  Therefore, he hired a prophet, Balaam, who was known to voice powerful words that 
     had affect and so he told Balaam to curse the people of God.  But when Balaam tried to speak the curse all that came
     out was blessing!  Read Numbers 23:19-21 and then answer two questions:

· When God blesses you, can anyone reverse it (verse 20)?

· Did God see the sin in the individuals when He looked at Israel (verse 21)?

     Notice that God did not say that there wasn't any sin.  He said He didn't see it!  Wow -- when God looks at you, He 
     sees you as a righteous, forgiven, healed, favored, blessed, accepted, and beloved daughter because of the Cross of 
    Jesus!   In Christ Jesus you are irreversibly blessed!            
7.  Where was the place of your alienation from God before you believed Him (Colossians 1:21)?
     Now that you fully believe, where will you need to change your thinking?  Ask the Holy Spirit to help you right now!
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
