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The Power of No Condemnation!

October 14, 2014 - His Way!
“Beware lest anyone cheat you through philosophy and empty deceit, according to the tradition of men,
according to the basic principles of the world, and not according to Christ.” (Colossians 2:8).
1.  God wants you, His beloved child, to live with a strong awareness of His favor, His acceptance, and His love.

Jesus said, “Neither do I condemn you, go and sin no more” (John 8:11).
2.  When God says something comes first, it must come first!  Beware of people who turn the words of Jesus backwards.

3.  Legalism says, “Go and sin no more first, then we won't condemn you.”  
     (In Scripture, sequence is as inspired as words used.  Let us not reverse God's order!)
4.  Jesus forgives ALL your sins and heals ALL your diseases (Psalm 103:1-3).  Which comes first?
     The consciousness that all your sins are forgiven precedes the healing of all your diseases!

“Bless the Lord, O my soul; and all that is within me, bless His holy name!  Bless the Lord, O my soul, and
forget not all His benefits: Who forgives all your iniquities, Who heals all your diseases” (Psalm 103:1-3).
5.  Stop allowing the enemy to heap condemnation upon you in all the areas you have fallen short.  You are in Christ!
“It is a dismal thing to see a son of heaven cringe in terror before the sons of earth.  We are taught by the Holy Spirit in Scriptures of truth that fear is a kind of prison for the mind and that by it we may spend a lifetime in bondage.”  Tozer 
“Why do disease and addiction and all the other tools of the devil continue to torment the human race?  If we knew more about spiritual warfare, we could thwart much of what we see.  What’s needed to cure the incurable and do the impossible is warfare at a level that we have never experienced.”  Bill Johnson, Supernatural Power of a Transformed Mind, p 124

6.  Stop asking yourself if you have done enough to earn God's forgiveness and acceptance.  His forgiveness and grace
     cannot be achieved; they can ______________be received. 

It really can be as simple as what you say.  Every time you fail, there is a fresh grace from Jesus to rescue you!  Every time you fall short, confess your righteousness in Jesus by faith.  Even though you don't feel 
righteous at all, you need to say it, because when you say it, you are showing faith!
7.  Start saying, “Even right __________, I am the righteousness of God in Christ Jesus.”  
Not Legalism but Christ “For in Him dwells all the fullness of the Godhead bodily; and you are complete in Him, who is the head of all principality and power.  In Him you were also circumcised with the circumcision made without hands, by putting off the body of the sins of the flesh, by the circumcision of Christ, buried with Him in baptism, in which you also were raised with Him through faith in the working of God, who raised Him from the dead. And you, being dead in your trespasses and the uncircumcision of your flesh, He has made alive together with Him, having forgiven you all trespasses, having wiped out the handwriting of requirements that was against us, which was contrary to us. And He has taken it out of the way, having nailed it to the cross. Having disarmed principalities and powers, He made a public spectacle of them, triumphing over them in it” (Colossians 2:9-15).
8.  When Jesus died on the Cross, all the powers of darkness dropped their rocks.  

“Go through, go through the gates . . . take out the stones, lift up a banner for the peoples! (Isaiah 62:1)
Tonight your answer is found in receiving a fresh revelation of just how much you are forgiven in Jesus Christ and believing that you are no longer under condemnation.  Although it is unmerited and completely undeserved, we can receive it--the gift of no condemnation--because Jesus Christ paid for it at the Cross!
