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Thundering Breakthrough!
October 28, 2014 - His Way!
“He thunders with His majestic voice” (Job 37:4).
Thunder is the sound produced by lightning. Depending on the distance and nature of the lightning, thunder can range from a sharp, loud crack to a long, low rumble.  The sudden increase in pressure and temperature from lightning produces rapid expansion of the air surrounding and within a bolt of lightning. In turn, this expansion of air creates a sonic shock wave, similar to a sonic boom, which produces the sound of thunder.  The distance of the lightning can be calculated by the listener based on the time interval from when the lightning is seen to when the sound is heard.

1.  A lightning bolt (Light) will come from Heaven to you.  But you need a sonic shock wave too!    

When you get a flash of light (revelation from God) about something, please pause and wait for the thunder of God's voice or you may miss His word to you!   Thunder is seldom heard at distances over 12 miles.  Always stay at least 0-12 miles radius (range of effectiveness or influence) to Heaven!

3.  The enemy works to use bad news to scare us and overwhelm us.  His ploy is to get us overwhelmed, fatigued, and
     exhausted by the emotional and mental pressures of life.  We must remember that he is disarmed!

“[You], He has made alive together with Him, having forgiven you all trespasses, having wiped out the handwriting of requirements that was against us . . . And He has taken it out of the way, having nailed it to the cross. Having disarmed principalities and powers, He made a public spectacle of them, triumphing over them in it” (Colossians 1:15).

· Disarm:  deactivate defuse, neutralize, remove weapons, win over!  

4.  Your relationship with God and authority in His name is legally based, not performance or feeling based!
“Behold, I give you the authority to trample on serpents and scorpions, and over all the power of the enemy, 

and nothing shall by any means hurt you.  Nevertheless do not rejoice in this, that the spirits are 
subject to you, but rather rejoice because your names are written in heaven” (Luke 10:19-20).
“Greater is He who is in you than he who is in the world!”  (1 John 4:4)
“For He has rescued us from the dominion of darkness and brought us into the kingdom of the Son He loves,
 in whom we have redemption, the forgiveness of sins” (Colossians 1:13).
“We are more than conquerors through Him who loved us” (Romans 8:37).
5.  The very humongous Scripture, Colossians 2:15, thunders with pure power and authority!
     The charged regions within the atmosphere temporarily equalize themselves through a lightning flash, just as you get
     your spiritual equilibrium fixed through a flash of light and thunder from Heaven!

6.  What is “breakthrough”?  It is God’s voice that brings breakthrough.  In the midst of difficulty and opposition, choose
     to give God worship - to not accuse Him but to bless Him for being good and then transformation happens!
7.  When Jesus willingly went to the cross, He ripped the keys of death and ALL authority out of the hands of the devil.
     “The reason the Son of God appeared was to destroy the devil's work” (1 John 3:8).
Winning the Battle: Reminders/Insight (The order is not relevant): 

When spiritual warfare is especially heavy: (1) Fast (2) Partake/proclaim the Lord’s Supper (3) Put on armor of light (4) Pray in the Spirit one hour (5) Worship (6) Read Revelation 4-5 out loud (7) Anoint with oil.  (Other: Healing card, Rules of Engagement, flags, enlist help.)  What the devil hates:  (1) The proclamation of Communion (2) Spikenard oil (3) Speaking in tongues (4) Giving offering (giving to the poor – any kind of giving) (5) Rejoicing/worship (6) Revelation 4-5 proclaimed out loud (7) These words: “so what!”  And, Proclaiming that Jesus Christ came in the flesh (see other side).
