“Beware lest anyone cheat you through philosophy and empty deceit, according 
to the tradition of men, according to the basic principles of the world, 
and not according to Christ.” (Colossians 2:8).
1.  Jesus Christ is working with us to build a culture of faith.  

2.  To build a culture of faith, God may have to destroy the underpinnings of religious lifestyles that actually work
     in contradiction to the nature of faith.    

3.  All religions, except for Christianity, have a “works mentality”.  A structure of human effort.

4.  Jesus wore a shawl that was a reminder of the Law that Moses was given because He was fulfilling that law.
“As is Judaic custom, Jesus wore the tallit beginning at age thirteen until Resurrection morning.”  John Hagee
“The Lord spoke to Moses, ‘Tell [the children of Israel] to make tassels on the corners of their garments throughout their gener- ations, and to put a blue thread in the tassels of the corners.  You shall have the tassel, that you may look upon it and remember all the commandments of the Lord and do them, and that you may not follow the harlotry to which your own heart and your own eyes are inclined,  and that you may remember and do all My commandments, and be holy for your God’” (Numbers 15:38-40).
· An answer for last week's teaching in John 8 (about the woman caught in adultery):  Why is it significant that Jesus Christ stooped down twice and wrote in the dust of the stone floor, while wearing the tallit with the tassels?  Because it shows that the very Author of God’s perfect law does not use the law to judge and condemn us today.
5.  Ask God to destroy any legalistic thinking about prayer!

· “Why should I pray if He already knows?"  
 Jesus said that Father knows your needs before you ask, so ask!  Show God that you want it!
“Your Father knows the things you have need of before you ask Him . . . therefore, pray” (Matthew 6:8).

· If I pray longer, will He hear my prayer?”  
“When you pray, do not use vain repetitions as the heathen do. For they think that they will be heard for their many words” (Matthew 6:7).

 Jesus never condemned short prayers. Some of the most destiny changing prayers are simple and short.
· “God sees a lot of faults in me when I pray.”
“If any of you lacks wisdom, let him ask of God, who gives to all liberally and without reproach, and it will be given to him” (James 1:5).

God constantly gives and never finds fault!  (Father God gives without reproach-the literal
 translation is He is “constantly not fault-finding”!

6.  All of the righteousness of God was imputed to you freely.  (Without price, without charge.  God owes no
     one, so He can give freely.  If He owed you for what you did good, it would not be free, it would be a payment.
“It is not because God simply decided to be merciful on us.  No!  It's because Jesus Himself fulfilled 
all the righteous requirements of the law on our behalf and took upon Himself every curse and stroke of 
punishment for our sins on His body at the Cross.” Joseph Prince, The Power of Right Believing
7.  When there is no condemnation, we are empowered to live victorious lives!  Your ledger is CLEAN!
“Be found in Him, not having my own righteousness, which is from the law, but that which is

 through faith in Christ, the righteousness which is from God by faith” (Philippians 3:9).
