Questions for November 4, 2014
Colossians 3:2-3 states, “Set your mind on things above, not on things on the earth. For you died, and your life is hidden with Christ in God.”  Wow, what intense instruction.  Find out more about what this means as you work through questions with the Holy Spirit's help! 

1.  God’s Word must be understood through relationship with Him and the Scripture must be interpreted by other
     Scripture.  Otherwise, we will get off in thinking that it is contradictive (inconsistent or expresses opposites).  
     Is all the Scripture in the Bible really from Almighty God (II Timothy 3:16)? 

2.  One of the concepts in the Bible that could seem contradictory is in what God says to us about hiding.  We are to hide
     sometimes for specific purposes and other times, we are not allowed to hide.  Find the reason for God’s command in
     the following Scripture:  
· What did God tell His people about hiding their eyes from violence that should be dealt with in Leviticus 20:4?
· What does Isaiah 58:7 instruct about helping others?

· What did Moses’ parents do with him and why (Hebrews 11:23, Exodus 2:3)?
· In I Kings 17:3, why was Elijah instructed to hide?
· Rahab was instructed to hide Joshua’s men for three days (Joshua 2:15).  
             What blessing did Rahab receive according to the following Scripture:  Matthew 1:5; Hebrews 11:31; James 2:25? 

3.  We are not to hide ourselves and pretend that we don’t see where help is needed (due to laziness or apathy!).  
     Read Deuteronomy 22:1-4.  Do you think this command could also apply to what you see your friend’s son or 
     daughter doing?  
     Pause and ask God if there is a situation in which He wants you intervene.  What did God say?  

4.  According to the following Scripture from Psalms, is it okay to ask God to hide you?  Write the plea next to each one. 
· Psalm 17:8 
· Psalm 27:5

· Psalm 31:20

· Psalm 64:2

· Psalm 32:7

· Psalm 119:114
5.  Can you hide from God?   What do each of the following verses affirm? 
· Genesis 3:8  
· Psalm 139:12 
· Jeremiah 23:24
· Mark 4:22

· Hebrews 4:13

Open your Bible to Psalm 139 ~ God wants to heal the places in you that have been hidden due to hurt.  Healing involves two primary factors: First, finding safe, warm relationships in a place where you will be accepted and loved.  Second, taking risks in that environment by admitting your need and getting help (prayer, counseling, friendship event, testing friendship out with someone (“can we go for coffee sometime?”).  Stop and ask God for what you need.  Invite Him to do everything He wants to as you pray Psalm 139:23.
