Questions for November 11, 2014
Get ready for some revelation from Heaven as you read Colossians 3:1-17, and answer the following questions!  You will need the Holy Spirit's help, so go ahead and ask Him before you begin! 

1.   In Colossians Chapter 3 verse 3, we read that we died. We know we are alive, so what died or how did we die?
      Where are you now that you are "dead" (verse 3)?
2.   If you are dead, then why do you still have to "put to death your members" (verse 5)?  

      What are these members that need to die (verses 5, 8-9)?
      What did Jesus Christ explain in Matthew 10:39 and 16:25?

      Is there something that you need to lose in order to find the better thing (ask God to speak to you)?  What is it?
3.  The analogy of the "old man" may sound funny to us as women.  "Man" often refers to mankind or humankind in

     Scripture and does not refer to gender.  The "old man" is the old me and the "new man" is about the new me!   

     How do you personally “put off the old man" and how will you put on the "new man" (verse 10-13)?  

4.  What do you think the eight categories of people listed in verse 11 mean for you?
     What do the following verses teach us about God’s perspective of people?

· Act 10:34

· Romans 2:11

· Colossians 3:11

· Colossians 3:25

· James 2:8-9

Was there a time in your life when you ignored someone who was poor (or unattractive) and hung out with someone who had prestige or position?  (Invite the Holy Spirit to bring any of these times to your mind and to convict your heart.)

Have you ever tried to appear rich or important (with beauty or charm or speech or clothes or sexual appeal or jewelry or your car or . . .) to feel more secure?
A prayer of repentance:  Father, thank You for giving me Your commands.  I believe that Your way is right.  Please forgive me for showing partiality.  I submit to Your Word and ask You to help me show love to all people that You love.  I am sorry for bias toward anyone.  Thank You for forgiving me and bringing me into line with Your way!  Please also forgive me for using _________________ to gain popularity or approval from people.  Please set me free to please Your heart first and foremost.  Thank You that I now listen for Your voice to direct my way in relating to people and my habits will change to conform to Your way!  Praise You, Lord!
5.   What is the ultimate thing for you to put on today, according to Colossians 3:14?   

6.   According to Colossians 3:16, whose words will you let dwell in you richly?  
      What will you sing with?  What will this sound like?
7.  And finally, whose is the name that you will do all things in, today and tomorrow and the next day (Colossians 3:17)? 
     How will you do this:  Be still and let God love you.  As you let the Lord of love speak His way deep into your heart,
     you will be filled with deeper love for others.  Invite the Lord to come close and fill you with Himself.  God is love and 
    He loves you with an everlasting and unconditional love!
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
