Questions for November 3, 2015 - Chapter nine of Acts tells about the salvation of Saul, about a disciple who was a woman (and was raised up from being dead!), and about something very insightful about Jesus Christ!
1.  What do we find Saul “still” doing in Acts 9:1-2?

     What do you think Saul's intention was (for help, see John 16:2)?
     If you had been a Christian during this time, what would you most likely do if Saul came to town?

2.  Why did Saul need letters from the high priest and what was he planning on doing with them (verse 2)?
     What can we learn about Saul from the fact that he had access to the high priest?
     What is the significance about Saul’s going to the synagogues to “arrest” believers (read John 16:2 again. Also, see

     that Saul/Paul himself, ministered immediately in the synagogues, as found in Acts 9:20)? 
3.  Read Acts 9:3-9 about Saul’s radical encounter with Jesus!  What three things happened (verses 3-4)?
     Do you know someone who you wish would have this kind of experience with Jesus Christ?  Who?

     Pause and pray for that person and ask the Lord do to something marvelous for him or her!  

4.  What question did Jesus ask Saul (Acts 9:4)?



In what way was Saul “persecuting” Jesus?
     Jesus takes the persecution of His disciples personally.  He takes the persecution that YOU experience seriously - just

     as if the very details of what is being done against you is being done to Him. 
     Spend a few minutes to let this sink in.  What does this mean for you personally?

5.  Look carefully at Saul’s answer to Jesus in Acts 9:5.  Compare it to Ananias’ answer to Jesus in verse 10.  
     What is the difference?!




How are you more prone to answer Jesus?
6.  Why do you think the Lord struck Saul blind and why do you think the Lord kept him blind for three days (for a clue,

     see Acts 9:6, 8 where Saul was humbled and then verse 11 to find out what Saul was doing while blind)?
     What did Saul do once he regained his strength (Acts 9:19-22)?
     How did the different people groups react to Saul (verses 23-26)?
7.  Look at Ananias’ response to the Lord in Acts 9:13-14.  Was Ananias being disobedient? 
     How did Jesus respond to Ananias’ concerns (verses 15-16)?
     What is the significance of Ananias’ calling Saul “brother” (verse 17)?
     Who came to Saul’s aid (verse 27)?                      What does this man's name mean, according to Acts 4:36?
     When have you done what Barnabas did for Saul? 
8.  Acts 9:31 tells us that the church enjoyed a time of peace!  Who comforted the church during this time?

     How could this have brought them peace, prosperity, and growth?
9.  Peter is back in the narrative and brings an amazing healing to Aeneas (Acts 9:32-35)!

     What was wrong with Aeneas and what was the result of his healing?
     Do you really believe the Lord can save all of Reno/Sparks?
10. Read Acts 9:36-43.  What do we know about Tabitha (Dorcas) according to verse 36?  What was she called?!
       Are you a disciple of Jesus too?  What will this mean for you in the aspect of being "full of good works" this week?
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
