Bible Study Questions for February 12, 2019.  Please read Acts 3:1-19, while asking Holy Spirit to speak to you!
1.  Around 3:00 in the afternoon, Peter and John were headed to the temple.  What were they going there to do?

     Who did they stop for (Acts 3:2)?






     Do you stop and minister to needy people often?  Why or why not?
2.  Can you picture the crippled man sitting by the door of the temple?  He may have been looking downward and simply

     speaking the same words over and over, “Alms, alms . . .” (alms are usually food, clothing or money).

     What did Peter say to the man (verse 4)?

      Do you think that Peter’s and John’s faces shone (see Acts 4:13)?  

      What do the people who you know who spend lots of time in the presence of God usually look like?

3.  According to Revelation 1:14, what does Jesus Christ’s face look like?

     Wow!  Do you want to experience the Lord’s glory and look like Him?

4.  When Peter told the man at the gate of the temple to look at him (and John), he must have been very confident in

     the face-change he received when the Holy Spirit filled him!  Do you think he looked different than the Peter of Mark                                   

     14:71?!  Explain the change:     
     God can change anyone!  You, your family, your coworkers, your kids . . .!

     After Peter was filled with the Holy Spirit, he eventually wrote the books of 1-2 Peter.  Who did Peter proclaim that he
     and the people of God (you) are, according to 1 Peter 2:9-10?

5.  After the cripple was healed, a crowd gathered.  What did Peter take opportunity to tell the people (write Acts 3:19):

     How can you also gain times of refreshing?  Pause and ask the Holy Spirit what He want you to do right this very

     moment!  What does God want and what will you do? 

6.  Look again at what Peter’s and John’s credentials were for ministry (Acts 4:13).  What were they?
     Has the devil ever made you feel unqualified for ministry or giving your testimony?  (Why is the devil wrong?!)

     How can you become more bold and heavenly minded (see what the disciples did in Acts 4:29-31)?
7.  John the Baptist, who Jesus Christ called a “burning and shining lamp” (John 5:35), told of the baptism of fire  

     promised through Jesus Christ (Matthew 3:11)!  What did John say?

     What does Hebrews say about God (Hebrews 12:29)?  

· Knowing what fire can do in you (fire illuminates; fire makes hot (turns a cold heart passionate); fire creates energy; fire spreads to others; fire reveals what is in the heart; fire refines; fire consumes), will you ask God to baptize you with fire?  
8.  As we spend time with God, in His presence, talking with Him and worshipping Him, we are freed up to be all that He

     wants us to be!  Write the first verse of Isaiah 60, personalizing it with your own name:  
     Now agree with God that it is time for you to rise and shine!  Ask the Holy Spirit to do everything needed in you in

     order for your face to glow and your countenance to be full of light!
