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16 “I hate divorce,” says the LORD 
God of Israel. 

Malachi 2:16
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10 We all have the same father; the same 
God made us. So why do people break 
their promises to each other and show 

no respect for the agreement our 
ancestors made with God? 11 The people 

of Judah have broken their promises. 
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They have done something God hates in 
Israel and Jerusalem: The people of 

Judah did not respect the Temple that 
the Lord loves, and the men of Judah 
married women who worship foreign
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gods. 12 Whoever does this might bring 
offerings to the Lord All-Powerful, but the 
Lord will still cut that person off from the

“any form of sexual immorality, 
including: adultery, prostitution, 

and fornication.” 
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10 To the married I give this command 
(not I, but the Lord): A wife must not 

separate from her husband. 11 But if she 
does, she must remain unmarried or else 

be reconciled to her husband. And a 
husband must not divorce his wife. 
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15 But if the unbeliever leaves, let him do 
so. A believing man or woman is not 
bound in such circumstances;. . . .   

1 Corinthians 7:10-11, 15
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39 A woman is bound to her husband as 
long as he lives. But if her husband dies, 
she is free to marry anyone she wishes, 

but he must belong to the Lord. 

1 Corinthians 7:39
