  A.   The confirmation of God’s Spirit (ruach) - John 16:13; Gal. 5:16 

  B.   The courage that comes through the Spirit - John 16:33 

II. The Standard Set (2 Chron. 20:15 - 17) 

   A.  Do not be afraid 

   B.  Do not be dismayed (chathath = to be shattered/divided) 

   C.  This is God’s battle - not yours! (‘elohiym - plural = supreme God) 

   D.  Go down against them (paniym = face toward them)  

   E.  Stand firm - I will make you stand at your station! 

   F.  See the salvation of the Lord (yehovah) - I will show you my power! 

III.The Saints Sing (2 Chron. 20:18 - 21) 

  A. Jehoshaphat bowed in worship  

  B. Jehoshaphat stood - took his place in the formation 

 1.  Put your trust in the Lord your God 

 2.  Put your trust in the message of the Spirit 

  B.  The choir led toward the enemy - Psalm 136 

IV.  The Savior Shows (2 Chron. 20:22 - 30) 

  A.  The Lord set an ambush - a surprise attack 

  B.  Behold! - there were dead bodies - none escaped 

  C.  The spoil was more than they could carry - the abundance of God 

  D.  The valley of Berakah (blessing) - celebration of God’s power!
