◦Four Important Principles as it relates to Divine 
Providence and Covid 19

1. Man in the natural realm is subject to all natural laws and consequences. 

2. God is able to influence free moral beings without interfering with their free 
choice.

3. God can, and will, act according to His will in answer to the prayer of the faithful.

4. Providence deals ultimately with the spiritual goals of God’s eternal purpose.

The plagues, which are 
recorded in the book of Exodus, are a 
demonstration of God's power over not only 
Pharaoh but also over the gods of Egypt.

• Exo 15:26…(After the red sea) "If you will carefully obey the LORD 
your God, do what is right in his eyes, listen to his commandments, and 
keep all his statutes, then I won't inflict on you all the diseases that I 
inflicted on the Egyptians, because I am the LORD your healer.“

• Judges 9:23…Then God sent an evil spirit between Abimelech and the 
men of Shechem; and the men of Shechem dealt treacherously with 
Abimelech:

• 1 Samuel 16:15-17…But the Spirit of the LORD departed from Saul, and 
an evil spirit from the LORD troubled him.
