Ministerial Development Regulations  
and Procedures 

 
A.  THE ROLE OF THE DISTRICT BOARD OF MINISTERIAL DEVELOPMENT 
The role of the District Board of Ministerial Development is to combine the work of the 
former Ministerial Studies Board and Board of Credentials in order that we might improve 
the quality of our ministerial education.  Our mission is to implement a competency-based 
curriculum which will emphasize the elements of Content, Competency, Character and 
Context as spelled out in the Sourcebook for Ministerial Development.

C.  STUDY REQUIREMENTS FOR GRADUATION 
Eligibility 

The District Ministerial Studies Board serves only the persons who are properly enrolled.  
Enrollment is open to local ministers (Manual, par. 426.4) and licensed ministers pursuing 
elder or deacon ordination (Manual, pars. 427.1 and 428.1).  Refer to the Sourcebook for 
Ministerial Development (latest edition) for specific requirements for each course of study. 

 
How to Enroll in the Course of Study 

Persons wishing to enroll in the Course of Study (COS) need to have a letter  
requesting enrollment sent to the Board Ministerial Development secretary by their pastor.  
Current name and address are necessary to complete the enrollment process.  The student 
enrollment fee is $50.00. There is also a $25 per year fee for ongoing transcript 
assessment and record keeping. A check payable to Washington Pacific District should 
accompany the enrollment request. 
  
Transcripts must be sent to the secretary of the Board of Ministerial Development so they 
may be evaluated as to placement in the Course of Study. 

 
Modes of Study 

The recommended mode of preparation for full-time Christian service is by attending a 
Nazarene liberal arts university or Nazarene Bible College and, if possible, Nazarene 
Theological Seminary.  The modules for the Course of Study are also available on-line 
through Northwest Nazarene University and Nazarene Bible College and Washington 
Pacific Spanish CLT classes.  Other educational options need to be reviewed by the District 
Board of Ministerial Development to ensure credit.  If an applicant is not established in a 
pastorate and is reasonably unencumbered, it will do both him or her a great service if the 
board of his or her local church will insist insisting that the candidate be trained for the 
ministry in the church's educational institutions. 
  
We understand that in the midst of ministry, education can demand a great deal of time and 
energy.  We would emphasize that a ‘call to minister’ is a ‘call to become a lifelong learner’.

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Requirements of Modular Study 
A. Each candidate must become familiar with the Sourcebook for Ministerial 

Development before enrolling, in order to better understand the process and details of 
the entire program.  We are recommending that each church purchase a Sourcebook 
for Ministerial Development and make this available to prospective students.  We also 
recommend that each pastor become familiar with Ministry Internship so they will be 
able to mentor students in their own church.  These books may be obtained from the 
Nazarene Publishing House. 

B. Paragraph 427.3 states that all applicants desiring to renew a district license ‘shall 
have completed at least two courses in a validated course of study’. It makes clear 
that if the student has not done so “the license may be renewed by the district 
assembly only upon submission of a written explanation for this failure.  Such 
explanation shall be satisfactory to the District Ministerial Development Board and 
approved by the general superintendent presiding.”  All modules should be in process 
by December 31, in order to apply on the current assembly year. 

C. College, seminary, and Bible college students are reminded to request the registrar to 
send notification of completed work so that accurate records of student progress can 
be made. 

D. College and seminary students are reminded to plan their curriculum in harmony with 
the requirements of the course of study.  The final transcript at graduation will be 
evaluated by the District Board of Ministerial Development. 

 
Mentor / Student Relationship 

Supervised field education is a key component of ministerial development.  In most cases 
your local pastor will serve the mentor role. In situations where a district licensed minister is 
serving as pastor, a mentor will be selected by the District Board of Ministerial 
Development. 

 
Ordination:  A Privilege, Not a Right 

While the Church of the Nazarene requires that certain educational preparation and certain 
ministry requirements be fulfilled before a person can be ordained, it is understood that 
completion of these requirements does not automatically qualify a candidate for ordination. 
The Board of Ministerial Development will want to examine all spiritual, theological, 
personal and professional issues pertaining to a candidates fitness for ministry.

Monday Morning, April 16, 2012 
at 

Puyallup Church of the Nazarene, Puyallup, WA 
 District Superintendent Rev. Jerry Kester greeted and welcomed the assembly 
delegates and guests. He then invited the assembly to a time of worship as led by the 
Lakewood New Life Samoan congregation and music team. 

Rev. Taulima Oge and the team from Lakewood New Life Samoan church led 
the assembly in a multi-lingual worship experience. It was a time of great joy and the 
presence of the Holy Spirit was evident as people celebrated and enjoyed the presence of 
the Lord. 

Rev. Kester let the assembly know that we would be experiencing a new 
Assembly as we have merged District Assembly and the District NMI Convention into one 
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multi-faceted experience. The assembly was encouraged to embrace fully these new 
experiences and to offer their feedback at the end of the experience. 

Rev. Tony Johnson came and offered some preview and highlights of the 
workshops coming up later this afternoon, which are part of this new Assembly experience. 
He announced that the workshop “Christian Single Serving a Corporate Church World” will 
not be available. Hopefully it will be re-scheduled for tomorrow. 

Rev. Kester thanked Puyallup Church, Rev. David Rodes, its staff and its people 
for their hospitality and generosity during these days of Assembly. Their competency and 
graciousness is a testimony to their lives of Kingdom living. He then invited Rev. Rodes to 
welcome the assembly. 

Rev. Dave Rodes offered a warm and gracious welcome from the Puyallup 
Church. He invited the assembly to make themselves at home. Lunch will be served today 
and tomorrow in the gymnasium for $7. He challenged us to be preoccupied with the 
Kingdom of God today. He claimed a paraphrased promise from Isaiah 26.12 for the 
assembly: “Oh Lord, all that we have accomplished, you have done for us.” Rev. Rodes 
then offered a prayer of praise and commitment and offered a blessing on our day and the 
tasks before us. 

Presiding General Superintendent, Dr. Jerry Porter, brought greetings from the 
Board of General Superintendents and the Nazarene church family from around the world.

All ordination candidates were 
asked to meet on the stage today at noon in order to meet with Dr. Porter. 

Motion was made to send greetings from the assembly to Dr. Hugh L. Smith, Dr. 
Bert Daniels, Andy & Judy Bennett, and Kent & Kathleen Pelton. The motion was seconded 
and passed. 
Pastors who needed to seat alternate delegates were asked to stand to receive alternate 
delegate forms. Forms were distributed by the minutemen and all qualified alternate 
delegates were seated by the assembly. 

Attention of the assembly was brought to the Ministerial Development Report in 
the assembly notebook on pages C1-C3. The four partial reports contained in the report 
were referenced together. The motion to accept the report was received, seconded and 
passed. 

Attention of the assembly was brought to the Nominating Committee Report in 
the assembly notebook on pages C5-C6. Rev. J. Scott Shaw read recommendations A-K in 
turn and the remainder of the report was referenced together. Sample ballots can be found 
in the assembly notebook on pages C7-C10. The motion to adopt the recommendations 
and approve the ballot was received, seconded and passed. 

Upon approval of the ballot, the delegates were asked to stand in order to 
receive their ballots. Descriptions of the each nominee are found in the assembly notebook 
on pages C11-C18. After receiving specific instructions for each section of the ballot, 
delegates voted on the ballot. When finished, delegates stood in order to return the ballots 
to the minutemen, following which they were given to the Board of Tellers for tallying. 

Attention of the assembly was brought to a flyer contained in delegate packets in 
order to share a bit about child sponsorship. Rev. Debra Voelker came to the microphone 
to invite Toni Porter to the stage. Rev. Voelker offered Mrs. Porter was given a couple of 
gifts representative of the Northwest. Toni shared about the privilege the Porters have had 
in sponsoring children from around the world. Every child sponsored by Nazarene 
Compassionate Ministries is connected to a Nazarene local church in order to offer spiritual 
care and follow up. 
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Rev. Kester invited Rev. Debra Voelker to the microphone to offer her NMI 
President’s report. She offered her report including stories of need and provision, difficulty 
and hope and the support offered through the Washington Pacific Nazarene churches. She 
reported that the Church of the Nazarene is now in three new world areas, including one 
new creative access area. Rev. Voelker’s report and her efforts as NMI President were 
received with an ovation of applause. Rev. Kester encouraged pastors of local churches to 
support the mission of the church by supporting missionaries, even in times of need within 
the local church.

Rev. Kester offered a brief report about the campus life of Northwest Nazarene 
University and welcomed to the stage Dr. David Alexander to offer a report from our 
regional university. Dr. Alexander reminded us that the congregations of the Northwest 
region lead and govern NNU. The university is the work of the church in the arena of higher 
education.

Dr. Fred Fullerton was invited to share about NNU’s investment on our district. NNU is 
excited to continue to serve the Northwest region, its churches and its students.

 Dr. Porter shared some statistics through a PowerPoint about giving to Pensions and 
Benefits and its assets. The projected shortfall in fund has resulted in a slight increase in 
the percentage given to Pensions and Benefits and a slight decrease in the percentage 
given to education. He also offered a challenge and an encouragement to send in 100% of 
their apportionments in order to help us fulfill the obligations to which they have committed.  
 A DVD was shown in addition to personalize this request. David McClung offered a 
few words of encouragement for total participation from our churches, thanking Dr. Porter 
for his representation for this matter.

 Darrell Leber with the Jesus Film Harvest Partners came to the podium to offer an 
update of our efforts to connect the resources of the Kingdom with those who need to hear 
the message of the Gospel. He encouraged our churches to consider sending their pastors 
on one of these trips. 
 Merv Friberg was invited to the microphone to offer a brief report of chaplaincy 
ministries. There are about 2000 chaplains throughout the Nazarene church, divided into 
sixty different categories, many of whom are bi-vocational, some who are clergy and some 
who are not. An encouragement was given for the assembly to remember to pray for the 
chaplains across our district and denomination. Washington Pacific has about 25-30 
chaplains currently serving and any that have not connected with our network of chaplains 
are welcome to do so for encouragement, training and support. 
 District Treasurer Steve Walden came to offer the treasurer’s report (B9-B12) and the 
report of the district Finance Committee (C21-C26). Motion to receive the treasurer’s report 
was received, seconded and passed. The audit report has been received and no 
discrepancies were found and shall be forwarded on to the District Advisory Board and the 
Global Ministry Center. The report of the district Finance Committee was given as well, 
making note that allocations for SDMI, NYI and NMI are included in the 3% allocated to 
each church from the district operations. Motion to receive the Finance Committee report 
was received, seconded and passed. Mr. Walden also directed the attention of the 
assembly to the other financial reports in the assembly notebook which he did not have the 
time to review: Balance Sheet (B13), NMI Treasurer’s report (B14), SDMI Treasurer’s 
report (B15), and the NYI Treasurer’s report (B16). 
 Rev. Ev Tustin was welcomed to the stage to introduce the assembly to and conduct 
another Skype interview with missionaries from the country of Poland who are continuing to 
serve at a local coffee shop named Sweet Surrender. They requested prayer for the 
orphanage, the English conversation classes, that they could continue to make 
relationships in order to share the Gospel and the development of their worshipping 
community there in Poland. Rev. Tustin asked that the assembly continue to pray for the 
selection of a replacement for Ev & Rhonda in their former ministry assignment. Rev. Tustin 
then offered a prayer on behalf of their ministry in Poland. 
 Rev. Kester invited Rev. Debra Voelker to the microphone in order to reflect upon the 
names of those included in the Memorial Roll on page C-31 of the assembly notebook. She 
also encouraged us to remember the missionaries who are out on assignment from the 
Washington Pacific District. Rev. Tim Wheatley offered a prayer to remember those on the 
memorial roll this year. A responsive reading was displayed on the screen, in which the 
assembly was invited to participate in order to pray for our commissioned missionaries and  
our missionary speakers. 
 The Millers, Rev. Craig Laughlin and Rev. J.Scott Shaw came to represent our 
missionary couples sent from our district and around the world. 
 Rev. Kester informed the assembly that he needed to meet with the newly elected 
District Advisory Board on the stage for a brief moment immediately following the business 
session. The minutemen were asked to pass out a survey in regards to assembly. The 
assembly was asked to fill out the response and leave it on their seats. Nazarene 
Publishing House has a gift of a book for all senior pastors represented on the district and 
remains committed to serving the local churches on our district and around the world. 
Senior pastors were asked to come receive those gift following the business session of our 
assembly. 
 A motion was made to allow the District Secretary to edit and publish the minutes of 
this assembly in accordance to standard practice. Motion was seconded and passed 
unanimously. 
 A motion was made to adjourn this assembly following the concluding service this 
evening. Motion was seconded and passed unanimously.

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V.  Reports 
 

A.  DISTRICT OFFICERS 
1.  District Superintendent 

 At the heart of who we are and what we’re about, is the optimistic conviction that 
Jesus really does transform our lives and make all things new.   What a joy it’s been to 
preach this message in one of our churches nearly every Sunday since beginning this new 
assignment the first week of May.  I’ve been living in the beautiful message of 2 Corinthians 
5:17, “Therefore if anyone is in Christ he is a new creation, the old has gone, the new has 
come.”  Paul goes on to say that this message of reconciliation that we’ve received 
ourselves has become our mission in life, Jesus making his appeal through us.  Traveling 
25,000 miles north and south on I-5 from our home in Olympia, Sharon and I have found 
ambassadors for Jesus in every church we’ve visited during the last 11 months.  We have 
met some wonderful saints of God in every church and are anticipating the same to be true 
as we worship with the rest of our congregations in the coming year. Good pastors and 
people are in abundance on the Washington Pacific District.  
 While sitting around the table at one of our training days for bi-vocational pastors, 
James Holston, our interim pastor at Shelton, introduced me to a phenomenon that was 
new to me.  In the Olympic rain forest it is not unusual to find an old growth tree, that after 
standing strong for a century, has fallen to the forest floor, its life cycle completed.  But 
that’s not the end of the story. The old tree becomes the perfect seed bed for new growth.  
It’s called a “nurse log” and it’s a beautiful thing to see.  A great example of a nurse log can 
be found on our district web-site and on the front cover of this year’s delegate handbook.  
I’ve thought about it as a great illustration of the resources of our WaPac District.  Many of 
our churches have been organized for decades; a few of them more than 100 years old.  
Our strongest days of future ministry can be developed out of the rich resources available 
to us from the past.  Like a nurse log, we can be the fertile soil for a new and fresh vision.  
In conversations with pastors and lay leaders, I’ve been encouraged by their forward 
looking plans and dreams for ministry.   
 As I read the reports of transformation and reconciliation written by our pastors, it was 
beautiful to hear how what we believe is being applied in our churches.   These are 
wonderful stories of “hurts, habits and hang-ups” being healed by the love of Christ and the 
warmth of caring concerned believers. “We are therefore Christ's ambassadors, as though 
God were making his appeal through us.”  2Cor 5:20   No matter what else we do, if we fail 
to make it our primary objective to tell people that their lives can be reconciled to God and 
that all things can be new in Jesus, we have missed our primary mission.    
 If our primary mission is reconciliation and that can only happen personally and 
locally, what is the function and value of our Nazarene connection at the district level?  This 
is something I’ve been thinking a lot about.  I have a longer list but let me give your four.   
 1. We can be a part of a “glocal” vision for Christ.  Thinking globally and acting 
locally.  It’s the reason we intentionally blurred the lines between world and local mission 
for this year’s assembly.  In our hearts it isn’t us and them – in Jesus it’s all us.  When I 
worship on Sunday, it’s not just about those of us gathered in the congregation.  I am 
spiritually connected to all believers everywhere, but I have a tangible connection to 
Nazarenes all over the world. I love that and it’s why the support of missionaries has never 
been a burden.  We are directly connected to the very thing that Jesus asked us to do.  
Aren’t we glad that Ronald and Shelly are part of us and representing us in Madagascar?  
Supporting them is a blessing! 
 2. We can develop a strong interdependence.  Trees that root themselves in and over 
a nurse log are the strongest in the forest.  Their base is solid and their root systems are 
intertwined and they stand strong.   I love to see pastors and churches in close proximity 
sharing ideas, resources and developing systems and structures for support - like the 
Wednesday morning prayer group of Seattle area pastors or the cooperation and 
collaboration that is happening on the Columbia River Zone.  I am frequently encouraged 
when I hear about supportive and cooperative relationships.  The mutual accountability that 
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is natural to our connection is a source, not only of encouragement, but also safety.  This is 
an area we are intentionally developing. 
 3. Together, we can provide for more dynamic and effective teaching, training and 
discipleship opportunities. The workshops sponsored by SDMI at this assembly are a great 
example of what we can be done when we pool our resources.  I was encouraged by the 
good feedback I received after our equipping day for bi-vocational pastors, Holiness 
Pastor’s Day with George Barna, Church Planters Training and the  Prayer Summit.  
Ministry development opportunities are something that you can expect to see more of as 
we assess and respond to need. 
 This year we have been evaluating our ministerial development structure.  I am so 
grateful to those who give of their time to assist ministers who are in the process of 
preparing for service.  We have 11 pastors ordained and at this assembly and we’re 
thankful for the help they received along the way, but it is our desire to be even more 
effective in the area of ministerial development.  We are adding to our team and 
strengthening our system.   
 One of the places where our collective effort is not only beneficial but essential is in 
the area of ministry to youth and children.  As I’ve met with youth and children’s workers 
I’ve learned that we have some ground to regain in this area.  We’re starting with the 
revitalization of our youth and children’s camping programs.  I am extremely grateful to 
Chris Davis and Scott Davis for their leadership in this vital area of ministry to our young 
people.  Camping information has been available for months, and quality plans are in place.  
Chris and Scott are both available should you have questions or want to offer your 
assistance.  
 Camping programs are still a very effective means of evangelism and social and 
spiritual development.  As a kid from a small church, Summer camp was the highlight of my 
year and where as a high school student I stood to my feet and publicly acknowledged 
God’s call in my life to ministry.  We have partnered Island Lake and Miracle Ranch, two 
premier camps in Western Washington, to offer our own Nazarene youth camping program 
this summer.  Students will be encouraged and challenged by WaPac youth leaders and 
quality students representing Northwest Nazarene University.   
 There are 3 opportunities for children this summer - two of them centrally located and 
one of them in the south.  A recent study from the Barna Research Group revealed 
something not too surprising.  The very best opportunity we have to reach people with a 
vital faith is prior to their 14th birthday.  We must not fail at this. 
 Your District Advisory Board is standing behind youth and children’s camping by 
providing some of our collective resources to insure that camp directors and staff have 
what they need to provide a top-notch camping experience this summer.  This endeavor is 
worthy of your local support and we’re counting on it.  
 4. Let me make one more connection with the nurse log idea.  Trees are a renewable 
resource. As you travel throughout western Washington you see places where lumber has 
been harvested, the land clear-cut. Then, you notice all these small trees that appear to be 
about the same height covering the land.  The whole area has been reforested because 
somebody believes in a future harvest.  Just like trees, churches are a renewable resource.  
We have churches today because someone planted them and we are compelled to return 
the favor.  Jesus said, “I will build my church” the question is will he use us?   Yes - and 
hasn’t that been our heart’s desire all along?  It is a new and different day and our methods 
may need some adjustment, but love for Christ motivates us.  As you look through our 
pastor’s reports you’ll see some great examples of nurse log churches where the strength 
of the past is being transferred to a new and fresh vision for the future.   
 We are building church planting into our strategic plan.  We are partnering with the 
other districts in the Northwest and NNU to provide training for the people that feel the call 
of God to plant. On September 17th through the 19th there will be two tracts of training, one 
for people who feel called to plant and the other for church pastors and leaders who feel 
called to birth a church.  CPE (Church Planting Essentials) and CPC (Churches Planting 
Churches) 
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 If you think that God might be calling you to be part of planting a new church, then let 
me invite you to lunch. On May 19th, in the Coffee Shop at the Mountain View church in 
Tumwater.  We will be hosting an introduction to church planting from 12:00 – 3:00.   
Sharon is making lunch and we will have a conversation about where and how the dream 
begins.  Veteran planter Steve Carpenter and rookie planter Brandon Marten, and I, will 
share some experiences and introduce resources to be considered.   
 I want to express gratitude to you for your faithful service to the Lord this year - 
pastors, staff and lay people who are the local church in communities from the Columbia 
River to the Canadian border.  By the lives you lead and the service you give, you 
represent the love of Christ in innumerable ways. Bless you. 
 I am grateful for all those who have been willing to add leadership responsibility 
beyond their local churches to enrich the lives of others and help develop our common 
vision.  The list could never be all inclusive, but thank you to the District Advisory Board:  
Bill Bowers, David Rodes, Dave Ness, Ben Norris, Heidi Anderson, Debbie Edgbert Randy 
Freeby, District Secretary Scott Shaw and District Treasurer Steve Walden.  I also want to 
thank leaders of ministries: NMI President Debra Voelker and the mission’s council, SDMI 
Chairman Tony Johnson and the SDMI Council, NYI President Rob Anderson and the NYI 
Council, and Julio Ortiz, Hispanic Ministries Coordinator, and Taulima Oge, Samoan 
Ministries Director. 
 With and eye toward the budget, we have tried to operate the district office as frugally 
as possible. Thanks to Bob Helstrom for the donated office space.  As Keith Wright 
mentioned in his report last year, free is a very good price. Our administrative assistant, 
Jan Green, has given beyond the call of duty to help us accomplish the task.

4.  District NMI President 

 Dr. Jerry Porter, Rev. Jerry Kester, Dr. Daniel Ketchum, missionaries, pastors, and 
friends of this 69th NMI Gathering of the Washington Pacific District.  
 It’s amazing how a single moment, a simple glance out the window can change the 
course of your life. It was such a brief moment that there was not enough time to snap a 
physical picture. But nevertheless a snapshot has been forever recorded in my mind, and 
imprinted on my heart. The year was 1991. I was in Haiti for the first time.  We were 
attending church in a neighborhood of Port-au-Prince called Cite’ Solei, considered to be 
the home to the poorest of the poor. The church service was long and lively. My heart was 
filled with the joy of being in God’s presence.  
 As our old school bus pulled away from the church I noticed a small stream of water 
flowing through an open canal. This was the sewage system. There were children playing 
in the contaminated water, someone washing clothes, dogs and chickens running through 
it, and a child filling a bucket of water. On the edge of the canal was a young woman, 
pregnant with a half naked little girl standing beside her.  As I considered the conditions in 
which she was trying to raise her family my heart was shattered.  At that moment I truly 
understood the chasm that separated us. I knew nothing about her except that she was 
living amongst the poorest of the poor, pregnant, and taking water from a polluted water 
source. I also knew that she was God’s beloved, created in His image.  
  I fully grasped at that moment what it meant to know God’s heart. In a split second, my 
perception of who I was in God and how I related to the world started to change. I began to 
understand that each of us is expected to do what we can to enhance the lives of others. 
Haiti have been an incredible inspiration to me, it is a place I have come to love, and a 
place that has reshaped me. Haiti is a beautiful mess with laughter, joy, and kindness in the 
midst of pain and overwhelming suffering. Driving away in the bus I knew that I could no 
longer stay in my comfortable cocoon. When our hearts are broken over the things that 
break God’s heart, we find ourselves being swept up in His work.    
 As Disciples of Christ, there comes a time when we realize that the words of Jesus 
compel us to act in ways that are outside our comfort zone. This realization came to the 
disciples when Jesus gave his final instructions, telling them to be His witnesses in 
Jerusalem, and in Judea and Samaria and even to the remotest part of the earth (Acts 1:8).  
This was the first time Jesus instructed them to look beyond their own country. In fact, 
previously Jesus told them not to enter any city of Samaritans, but rather go to the lost 
sheep of Israel (Matt 10:5-6). Now He spoke new vision into their lives and their eyes were 
suddenly opened. Their world view was realigned. Jesus’ final instructions are addressed 
for us as well. When God calls us to go into all the world, no place is exempt. Not the slums 
of Cite’ Solei, nor the prisons in Ukraine, nor even the mundane lines at your local grocery 
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store. Going into all the world means that we don’t have to choose between local and 
global. Jesus is telling us to do both.   
 We live in a world that is filled with suffering and hurting people. We’ve been called by 
God to be agents of transformation, working toward His vision of what the world ought to 
be. This has been the mission of our church from the very beginning. Wherever there are 
people living in darkness, we are to go with the light of Christ.  
 Last year, I suggested that our denomination was at a defining cross roads. Our giving 
had dropped, we did not commission any new missionaries, and we were in essence 
hunkering down.  But during this time of difficulty we did not lose our sense of purpose. We 
believe that God has built his church to be the instrument of change in the world. Tony 
Campolo says that ‘Sometimes revival doesn’t happen when we get new people into the 
church. Sometimes revival happens when we get our people out of the church.” God has 
already given the church the resources to respond to the needs of the world and as His 
disciples he is calling us to be world changers. To work together – one body, one spirit, 
bringing one hope to impact the world for Him.   
 Haitians love proverbs and storytelling.  Their language is peppered with collective bits 
of wisdom that have evolved over the centuries. One of my favorites is:   

Fon sl dwet pa manje kalalou. 
"You cannot eat okra with one finger." 

 I am married to a southerner and I have learned that boiled okra, besides being yucky, 
is a slippery mess and requires the use of your entire hand.  We can accomplish so much 
more when we work together. Trying to accomplish God’s work on our own is un-doable 
and un-biblical.  It takes a team to reach the world for Christ. We can’t eat okra with one 
finger. 
 This year the global Church of the Nazarene, working together has… 

 Commissioned 14 new global missionaries  
 And declared our presence in three new world areas: South Sudan, Turks & 

Caicos, and our 10th Creative Access Area, bringing our total presence to 159 
world areas. Think about that! Our 10th creative access area - our 10th place 
where it is dangerous to speak the name of God. Yet there we are! 

 Every week in 2011 (on average)... 
 28 new churches were planted  
 3,227 people accepted Christ 
 1,522 were baptized 
 15 Work and Witness teams were deployed 
 140 radio broadcasts in 36 languages aired in 72 countries and 
 37,512 evangelistic contacts were made through JESUS film showings 

 And here on our own district this year…  
 We gave $768,768 to the World Evangelism fund – this is a 0.58% decrease 

from last year.  
 We also gave over $685,903 for special mission projects including $31,955 for 

Alabaster, $59,243 for Child Sponsorship and $111,592 for Compassionate 
Ministries. 

 $13,314 was given for Clean Water – Did you know that it only cost $1 to provide 
clean water for 1 person for 1 year? In God’s accounting 1 + 1 + 1 = life! That 
means that 13,314 people can have clean water for a year because of your 
giving.  People like the young mother standing by the open sewer canal in Haiti.  

 Currently, two WaPac couples are serving as fulltime missionaries in Papua New 
Guinea and Thailand, as well as a host of others serving as Nazarene Mission Corp, 
Extreme Nazarene or other mission volunteers. Our people went to Argentina, Haiti, Sun 
Valley, Honduras, Mexico, El Salvador, Rwanda, Peru and Malawi, and numerous other 
places around the globe.  We served meals to the homeless at Tent City, in shelters, and in 
our own churches.  We gave out groceries, clothing, shoes and household items. We 
presented the gospel through the Jesus Film, VBS, Camps, sports clubs and after school 
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tutoring.  We offered Celebrate Recovery programs – showing people that God has an 
answer to their deepest wounds. We ministered to single mothers and we partnered with 
schools and city organizations to show God’s love to our communities. We went ‘into’ the 
world of human trafficking, and poverty. Wherever there was a need, our churches found 
creative ways to be the hands and feet of Christ. 
 This year our children are being challenged to raise $4200 for the Madagascar Street 
Kids Center. This goal will provide fruits or veggies for every child at the center, every day 
for a full year. 
 We are also making plans to send a W&W team in May 2013 to Ukraine to minister to 
women in rehab. If you Google human trafficking + Ukraine you get over 295,000 hits! 
Ukraine currently has the fastest growing trafficking rates in the former Soviet Union. The 
rehab center will allow a safe environment for women to recover from alcohol and drug 
abuse. Through recovery, these women will be less likely to be exploited in the sex trade. 
Ministering to those who are unable to help themselves is part of our mission and purpose.  
In addition, we are also making preparations to send a team of our pastors, along with our 
district superintendent, to Northern Benin in November 2013 to carry the JESUS Film in a 
backpack by motorcycle to a remote village. We need your help – We need you to give, to 
pray and to go. We will be asking churches to support both of these teams with their 
finances, as well as to send their members and their pastors. We can’t eat okra with one 
finger.  
 The truth is that if you really know God, I mean, if you really understand God’s heart, 
it’s going to change the way you relate to the world. He calls us to not only live in this world, 
but to affect this world for Him and through Him. As we imitate Jesus we experience an 
encounter – beyond our own cocoon and out of our comfort zones. It is a “glocal” encounter 
that will change not only the entire course of our lives but our communities and the world. 
As His disciples we are automatic world changers – we can have a significant impact to 
God’s mission on earth. 
 To those who are seeking Him, and to those who are faithful, Jesus will reveal 
Himself. Through that revelation, we can know GOD is WITH US – Emanuel - so we can do 
ALL THINGS through Him who strengthens us!

 2.  In the light of the remarkable success and blessing presently being enjoyed by many 
of our churches involved in the ministry of Faith Promise, as well as the increased funds 
available to the cause of world evangelism, we heartily recommend that each church give 
prayerful consideration to the establishment of Faith Promise giving. 
 3.  We recommend that the churches struggling with their Funding the Mission goals 
confer with the district superintendent.  With concern for local church health and 
commitment to operating district ministries as efficiently and as economically as possible, 
the District Assembly Finance Committee recommends that the District Advisory Board 
review annual church finance reports, and to visit with any church regarding the equanimity 
of its report. 
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 4.  That members of the local church receive, at the discretion of the district 
superintendent, regular communication regarding the total district program of Funding the 
Mission. 

Insurance and Properties 
 5.  That the pastor give special attention to filing (a) the nonprofit corporation registration 
with the Secretary of State by the last day of your anniversary month (the month in which 
your church was incorporated), and (b) the tax exemption forms for the church and 
parsonage properties with the State Department of Revenue by March 31.  (Notices are 
sent to each church by the State of Washington.)   That the deadline due dates be printed 
in pastors' letters.  That each new pastor be notified by letter from the district 
superintendent regarding these requirements.  Also, that the district office keep on file (a) 
the federal ID tax number, (b) state property tax exemption number, and (c) the Labor and 
Industries account ID number for each church. 
6.  That each local church carry liability and malpractice insurance and that Labor and 
Industries insurance, as required by law, be carried for every pastor and paid employee.  
That each year the local church evaluate the adequacy of its property insurance and, if 
necessary, adjust to current replacement costs.   

Missional Vision 
7.  That the local church consider, at appropriate times, the support the District Missional 
Vision through Funding the Mission and participation on assigned district Work and Witness 
projects. district missions projects may count as 10% giving.

Bible Society on December 19, 2012.  These funds may be sent through the district office. 

SDMI, NYI, and NMI Ministries 
 10.  That the financial support of Sunday School & Discipleship Ministries, Nazarene 
Youth International and Nazarene Missions International be cared for through district 
Funding the Mission. 
11.  Since the district director of Sunday School & Discipleship Ministries, the district NMI 
president, and the district NYI president are not salaried positions, we recommend that 
churches using their services pay their expenses. 

Ministerial Support 
 12.  That each church support the pastor and family in prayer and have concern for their 
ministry, and that  the pastor’s  leadership be recognized and followed; that the pastor’s 
salary be a preferred claim on the local church and be reviewed annually.  In salary 
reviews, local professional positions of like responsibility should be considered, taking into 
account education, tenure and preparation.  Further, those other benefits, such as Social 
Security and adequate health insurance, be provided for both pastor and other staff 
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members and that the local church reimburses their pastor for professional expenses (auto 
expenses and depreciation, entertainment, conferences, continuing education, etc.).  
That each church supports its pastor and pastoral staff in the establishment of tax-sheltered 
annuities.  (Complete information is available from the Board of Pensions & Benefits in 
Kansas City and at www.nazarene.org.) 
13.  That the district continue to carry dental, disability, and life insurance plans for every 
full-time paid employee in every church that wishes to join and pay the premium. 
 14.  That the local church board provide for reimbursement of expenses incurred by 
ministerial staff in attending necessary conventions, district functions, education 
workshops, etc.  That each church be encouraged to provide continuing education for the 
pastor, including a library allowance where possible.  That an amount be set aside 
regularly, in a separate fund, to send the pastor and spouse to the General Assembly. 
 15.  That each church, and the district, encourage pastoral renewal for its 
pastoral family through:  
a. regular use of at least one day each week for rest and relaxation; 
b. vacation time, given with full pay and with the church paying for pulpit supply, built 
around the pattern of: 
(1) two weeks for pastors who have served the denomination up to five years;  
(2) three weeks for pastors serving in the denomination from 6 to 15 years; 
(3) four weeks for pastors serving in the denomination more than 15 years;  
(4) Vacation is to be taken in the year earned unless prior approval is given by  
      the church board. 
c. provisions for study and education of at least one week per year, apart from normal 
church functions (district assembly, etc.), paid by the local church and subject to prior 
church board approval with a subsequent report to the church board; 
d. camps, assemblies, conventions, etc. are considered as part of the pastor's 
responsibilities and not a portion of his vacation. 
e.  In order to encourage a healthy pastoral ministry and the lifelong learning of the pastor, 
the church board, in consultation with the district superintendent, should provide a 
sabbatical leave for the pastor following each seven consecutive year of service in one 
congregation.  It is strongly urged that the pastor’s salary continue in full and that the 
church board provide for pulpit supply during the sabbatical period.  (Manual 129.10)  A 
sabbatical policy manual is available on the district website (www.wapacnaz.org). 
 16.  That evangelists be compensated to provide an income adequate to cover the 
meeting being conducted, as well as consideration for interim periods of time lost due to 
travel and lags between meetings.  In addition, all expenses incurred in holding a meeting 
(i.e. travel away from home costs) be provided. 
 17.  We believe that adequately supporting ministerial personnel will help build 
the Kingdom and relieve personal pressures, thereby resulting in more effective leadership 
and direction.  Therefore, it is recommended that a copy of this subsection be provided 
each church board secretary and read to each local church board early in the assembly 
year. 

Planned Giving 
 18.  That we encourage each church to invite a representative of the Department of 
Planned Giving to present programs available and to assist our people in their family wills  
 19.   That we adopt the giving plan adopted by the Board of General Superintendents 
and the General Board that asks each local church to give at least the following percentage 
of their income:
