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Introduction - There are certain Natural Laws that are in force in our world that always work the same way no
matter who works them, that's why they are called Laws. The Law of Gravity for instance works the same way
every time, no matter who works it. The Law of Multiplication works the same, two times two is always four
no matter who does the math. The Reason Certain things are labeled as Laws are because they work the same
way every time, no matter who works them (unless something hinders that law from operating of course).

The Bible also talks about Spiritual Laws that are in force as well, two of the Spiritual Laws we looked at last
week are: "The Law of the Spirit of Life" and "The Law of Sin and Death". Tonight, we ae going to look at a
third Spiritual Law we Find in the Bible, "The Law of Faith". But before we study this third Spiritual Law, | want
to take a minute to review what we have already learned.
