Reflections on Leadership 
 

Recently I was reflecting on King David and was impacted by 3 simple lessons from his life. 
 
Be Committed:  David was known as a man after God’s own heart and he was passionate 
about proclaiming God’s great name (Psalm 40).  It is possible to be busy doing the work of 
the ministry yet lose our passion to be committed to the mission of the gospel.  Even in the 
midst or troubling cultural times, may our commitment to the mission of the Gospel grow. 
 
Be Courageous:  It would be nearly impossible to mention David’s name without thinking 
courage.  From protecting his sheep to defeating Goliath, David’s courage was fueled by 
his unwavering faith in his God.  There are days you and I may be tempted to circle the 
wagons and hunker down, but we serve a great warrior God and we need to courageously 
advance. 
 
Be Careful:  2 Samuel 11:2 is the beginning of a tragic episode in David’s life.  He saw 
something he should not have seen and because he was alone without the accountability 
of his men.  He wasn’t careful…and he fell into the trap.  You and I will be tempted, the fur-
ther we journey, to believe that we don’t need the accountability of others.  Be careful not to 
depend on your own strength and to not lean on the relationships of other Christ-Followers 
that God has placed in your life. 
 
God has call us to a great Mission…may we learn from Israel’s greatest leader as we lead.
