What is Adult Confirmation?
Adult Confirmation may be unfamiliar to many members of St. Michael’s.  Confirmation typically means 13-14 year olds making a mature commitment to Christ by affirming the Baptismal Covenant for themselves.  So, what does the sacrament of Confirmation have to do with adults who are age 16 to 96?

In Church terminology, the Rite of Confirmation is a “pastoral rite”, one that cares for your spiritual growth.  The basic purpose of the sacramental rite is to express a mature commitment to Christ by affirming our Baptismal Covenant with “laying on of hands” by our bishop. 

Expressing our Christian commitment is a very important rite and one that has become underutilized in the past 34 years.  Here are many reasons why an adult may want to participate in this Sacrament:
· Persons who have not been confirmed in The Episcopal Church or any other Christian tradition and want to now affirm a new understanding of their Christian commitment (Adult Confirmation);
· Persons who were confirmed in a different Christian tradition and want to now affirm their participation in The Episcopal Church and in the Anglican Communion with the bishop (Reception);

· Persons who have been confirmed in The Episcopal Church and have experienced a renewal or significant deepening of their faith and wish to reaffirm their Covenant before the congregation and the bishop (Reaffirmation).

When can I do this?
Prior to the next visitation by Bishop Wolfe at St. Michael’s on May 8, we are offering a 5-week course beginning with an introduction on Sunday, April 3 from 8:45 am – 10:30 am in the South Classroom.  We will then attend the 10:45 service together.  Classes will continue the next 4 Sunday mornings (April 10, 17, 24 and May 1) between services (9:50 am-10:30 am) in the South Classroom.
If any of the statements above describe you, please consider taking this class. We will cover the history of our faith, sacraments, Book of Common Prayer and answers to why we do the things we do.
