When he appeared 
in human form, 8he humbled himself in obedience to God and died a criminal’s 
death on a cross. 9 Therefore, God elevated him to the place of highest honor 
and gave him the name above all other names, 10 that at the name of Jesus 
every knee should bow, in heaven and on earth and under the earth, 11 and 
every tongue declare that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.

Matthew 6:19-21 Don’t store up treasures here on earth, where moths eat them 
and rust destroys them, and where thieves break in and steal. 20 Store your 
treasures in heaven, where moths and rust cannot destroy, and thieves do not 
break in and steal. 21 Wherever your treasure is, there the desires of your heart 
will also be.    

 
1 Corinthians 3:11-14  For no one can lay any foundation other than the one we 
already have—Jesus Christ. 12 Anyone who builds on that foundation may use 
a variety of materials—gold, silver, jewels, wood, hay, or straw. 13 But on the 
judgment day, fire will reveal what kind of work each builder has done. The fire 
will show if a person’s work has any value. 14 If the work survives, that builder 
will receive a reward.

28 So we tell others about Christ, 
warning everyone and teaching everyone with all the wisdom God has given 
us. We want to present them to God, perfect[a] in their relationship to 
Christ. 29 That’s why I work and struggle so hard, depending on Christ’s mighty 
power that works within me.
