Philippians 2:12-13 Work hard to show the results of your salvation, obeying 
God with deep reverence and fear. 13 For God is working in you, giving you the 
desire and the power to do what pleases him.

Ephesians 4:21-24 Since you have heard about Jesus and have learned the 
truth that comes from him, 22 throw off your old sinful nature and your former 
way of life, which is corrupted by lust and deception.23 Instead, let the Spirit 
renew your thoughts and attitudes. 24 Put on your new nature, created to be 
like God—truly righteous and holy. 
 
2 Timothy 2:16-18 Avoid worthless, foolish talk that only leads to more godless 
behavior.17 This kind of talk spreads like cancer, as in the case of Hymenaeus 
and Philetus.18 They have left the path of truth, claiming that the resurrection 
of the dead has already occurred; in this way, they have turned some people 
away from the faith.
