We provided the total support needed (food, clothes, school and lodging) for 6 orphan boys
for six months.

Our Cambodia Farming Project provided the seed and fertilizer for 26 families to start their
own farms and then sow their blessing and harvest into the next group of families.

Since Cambodia is a Buddhist nation, it is always prohibited to do evangelistic
campaigns in the communities but Christmas is an exception. The communities
including the local officials were invited to join the Christmas parties. The events
included food, gifts for the children and local officials and prizes for the games.

In the Philippines, Papa’s House continued to work with the local churches and
provided much needed emergency relief funds to buy food, water and supplies
for those devastated by the Typhoon that hit in November.
